As ide f r o m the l ega l 

aspects, an examinat ion of good busines s p rac t ices has shown 

that o r d e r l y p rocesses and adminis t ra t ive progress are bui l t 

upon good r e c o r d keeping. 

This Manual has been rev i sed to provide a u n i f o r m s y s ­

tem by which the records of the Department of State may be 

f i l e d and re t r i eved p rompt ly . F u r t h e r , it provides r ecords 

personnel with a current manual including a subjective c o d i ­

f i ca t ion sys tem f o r a l l types of documents sent or rece ived 

by the Department, to pe rmi t an o r d e r l y and log ica l a r range­

ment of the documents. 

Management of the Department 's r ecords is a p r ime r e ­

spons ib i l i ty which contributes m a t e r i a l l y to the success fu l 

conduct of f o r e ign a f f a i r s .
