ITEM 8. DESCRIPTION OF ITEM AND PROPOSED DISPOSITION 

BACKGROUND: Fitzsimons Army Medical Center (FAMC) is closing 
in 1999. FAMC stopped hospital operations in April 97 and is 
currently providing only Troop Medical Clinic services. FAMC had 
an on-line electronic medical records system known as the 
Fitzsimons Hospital Information System (FITZ-HIS). FAMC has 
downloaded the medical records on FITZ-HIS to microfiche and 
indexed the records by sponsor name (last, first, Ml) and SSAN, 
then individual name (last, first, Ml). Records may be retrieved by 
individual name. These records are currrently scheduled under 
MARKS file numbers 40-66f, g, j, k, and p; NARA authorities 
NN-165-171 and N1-330-88-5. Approved disposition is 50 years. 
Two complete sets with indexes will be provided to NPRC for both 
the civilian and military branches. These records document medical 
treatment that may not be found in the individual's paper medical 
record and are essential to preserving the rights and interests of the 
individual and the Government.
