RESULT OF ARRANGEMENT REACHED IN UNION. IT APPEARS
_ THAT DEAL MAY HAVE BEEN MADE WITH FEDERAL CAPITAL
LOCAL UNION OPPOSITION THAT HE WQULD TAKE 30-DAY
LEAVE OF ABSENCE FROM UNION TO ENABLE HIM TO CARRY’
OUT "AN IMPORTANT MISSION ABROAD" (I.E. THE LEADER
GRANT) . DURING CARRANZA'S SUPPOSEDLY TEMPORARY
LEAVE, CONFEDERATION, UNDER INTERIM LEADERSHIP OF
