Passports are documents that prove a person’s identity and citizenship and 
have been required for most foreign travel since 1941. This lecture will 
discuss the genealogical value of U.S. passport applications and related 
records, 1795–1925, that are held by the National Archives and Records 
Administration, and will focus on records that are available online.

Why Search for U.S. Passport Applications? 

Americans traveling overseas included 
● Businessmen 
● Tourists 
● Naturalized U.S. citizens going home to visit relatives 

Statistics of passports issued 
● 1810–1873: 130,360 
● 1877–1909: 369,844 
● 1912–1925: 1,184,085 
● Fiscal Year 2023: 24,000,000 



Who Applied for U.S. Passports? 

Who applied? 

● 95% men (mid-19th century) 
● Passports included wife and children (if requested if family traveling 

together) 
○ Wife’s name may be omitted 
○ Children’s names and ages are usually included 

● 40% women (by 1923) 



Who Applied for U.S. Passports? 
Multiple applications by the same person due to length of passport validity 

1790s–1845 Duration of journey 

1845–August 1873    Duration of journey (or up to 1 year) 
Renew annually at a U.S. consulate if still abroad 

September 1873–January 11, 1915   2 years 

January 12, 1915–June 3, 1920   6 months 

June 4–11, 1920 2 years 

June 12, 1920–1925 1 year 

1925–September 13, 1959   2 years 

September 14, 1959–August 25, 1968   3 years (2 year renewal option) 

August 26, 1968–after 1976? 5 years 

After 1976?–present   10 years (5 years if under 16 years old) 



Reasons for not Applying for a U.S. Passport 

General Rule:  Until 1941, U.S. Citizens were not required to have a passport 

Exceptions: 
● Required from August 19, 1861, to March 17, 1862 
● Recommended by President’s Executive Order 2285 of December 15, 1915 
● Required from May 22, 1918, until formal termination of World War I by treaty 

in 1921 

Required since June 21, 1941 (55 Statutes at Large 252) 



Reasons for not Applying for a U.S. Passport 

General Rule: Resident aliens were not eligible for a U.S. passport 

Exception: Aliens who had declared their intent to become a 
naturalized U.S. citizen could obtain a passport: 

● March 3, 1863–May 30, 1866 
● March 2, 1907–June 4, 1920 



Types of U.S. Passports 

● Regular 

● Emergency 

● Special 

● Insular 



Regular Passport Applications 

● 1795–March 1925 in NARA custody 
● Earliest applications were handwritten letters 
● Most are for people currently in the United States 
● Some are for people who are already overseas and request submitted to 

Department of State or consular official abroad 
● By the 1860s most were submitted on printed forms 
● No charge until July 1, 1862, when a $3 fee was instituted 



Regular Passport Applications 

Information Content 

● Exact date of birth (usually) 
● Place of birth (usually specific) 
● Physical description (age; height; color of eyes, hair, complexion; etc.) 
● Occupation 
● Foreign destination and reason for travel 
● Naturalization (court and date of naturalization; maybe ship and date of arrival) 
● Photographs (since December 21, 1914) 



Regular Passport Applications 

Some of the earliest applications were made 
overseas… 

David Bacon, Nicholas Waln, Alex Wilson, citizens of 
Philadelphia & members of the religious society of the 
people called Quakers, who have been in Europe…. Being 
about to return in the ship William Penn, James Josiah, 
master, expected to sail immediately but being informed 
that it would be necessary to have pasports [sic] from the 
American Minister, called at his house this morning…. 

They will take it kind, if he would direct what is 
necessary to be done. 

A friend of theirs will call on him tomorrow about one 
o’clock for his instructions.

Regular Passport Applications 

Some notaries public created their own form to save themselves 
time… 

I, John Gill, Notary Public, ... State Maryland, … do Certify, Attest and 
Make Known, That … personally appeared William Herrmann, An American 
Citizen 
Age 28 Years Mouth rather large 
Stature 5 Feet 8 Inches Chin common – rather prominent 
Forehead rather high Hair dark, nearly black 
Eyes black Complexion rather dark 
Nose common Face long 
… he is a native Citizen…. Born in Baltimore, state of Maryland. At the same 
time appeared John Herrman of Baltimore who says he has been acquainted 
with the above named William Herrman since he was an infant and knows he 
was born in Baltimore aforesaid, as he hath sworn, and is his son.

Emergency Passport Applications 

● Emergency passports were by U.S. diplomatic and consular officers abroad   

● “For emergency purposes” 

● Valid for six months 

● Issued from 1874 until July 3, 1926 (44 Statutes at Large 887) 

● Similar in content to regular passport applications

Special Passport Applications 

Special passports were issued to 

● U.S. foreign service personnel 

● Military attachés 

● Other government officials travelling on official business 

● Dependent family members of the above 

Called “Passeport Diplomatique” since World War I

Insular Possessions Passport Applications 

● Insular possessions are geographic areas not part of the United States over 

which the United States exercises sovereign control 

● Applications filed by persons currently within the United States, 1901–1911 

● Applications filed at passport offices insular locations, 1907–1925 

○ Hawaii 

○ Philippines 

○ Puerto Rico 

● Content similar to regular U.S. passport applications

Passport Records, April 1925–Present 
Are in the custody of the Department of State… 

However…Request from NARA (archives2reference@nara.gov) a search of the State Department Name Index to the 
Central Decimal File, 1910–January 1963. Provide the following information: 
● Please search of the State Department Name Index to the Central Decimal File (RG 59) for 

○ Name of person 
○ Approximate year and place of birth 
○ Approximate years when a passport might have been issued 
○ Your contact information 

Why specify State Department Name Index to the Central Decimal File? NARA has billions of records and we can’t 
read your mind as to what you are writing us about unless you tell us. 

Why specify a date span when a passport might have been issued? The index is in segments: 1910–1929, 1930– 
1939, 1940–1949, 1950–1959, and 1960–January 1963. The reference staff wants to know what segment(s) to search. 

Archives 2 Reference will tell you if they find an index card and if the related records are at NARA or the State 
Department. 

If the record is at the State Department, you will then file a Freedom of Information Act request with the State 
Department.
