Schopiro, he ceid, had a Russian wife who was more eggrecsive than he.
Vinters edded that newvopzpervoman Aline Mosby was im Schapiro's office;

end commepted that she "stuck mostly to the Foreign circuit rather than
the Eubassy ecircuit.” He sald that she hed been in the hospital on several
ocassions during the previous year, so that "one didn't see too much of her"}
end eddcd that accordinp to gossip one hospitalizstion was ocassioned by an
sbortion. -

Another newspaperwoman in Moscow, vwhom Winters mentioned, was Priccille
Johnson, #71589-DL. ¢£he has been mentioned in newspaper articles as ona who
recanlled having come in contact with Lee Horvey Oswald in Moscow, where she
interviewed (or talked) with him. Her name, like Mosby's,was listed in his-
eddress book under her last nome only.

Mosby wos born on 27 July 1922 in Missouls, Montana; and mradunted
from the University of Montana in 1943, She was employed by Untted Press
in Seattle, Wachington, from 1543 to 1945, and was Hollywood Correspondent
for UP from 1945 to 1957. According to the UP Bureou Managcer at los Angeles,
she recigned voluntorily in 1957 and her employment was satisfactory. Acw
cording to Confidential informnnt R-1, during an Agency investigation in the
fall of 1958, she was dropped by UP vhen she was subpoeaned in conneotion
with legnl sults egainst Confidentisl Magazine, for which she had dopne re-
vrite work without the knowledge of UP. Ohe went to the Brussels World Falr
oz & stringer for the Forth American Newspaper Allience. She was considered
loyal by ber essociates during the sbove period; but was described as "tha
co-exisience type who essociates with Russians" ("pleys footsie with the
Russionc"). Ko informant questioned her loyalty.

In Jenuary 1960, Mosby reportedly was imtroduced on the Dave Garroway
Show, "Today", os WBC News' Correspondent; but in a State Department dis-
patch of 12 December 1950, which listed "Western Correspondents in Moscow",
the was named as representing "PI.

According to HCUA records, Mosby did @ motion picture critic type
article for the Daily Worker in 1947; wrote en article for the Dally Worker
st Loguna Beach, Celifornia, in 1949; and contributed a coluun to the Daily
Vorker on 23 Hovember 1956. According to records of the Civil Service Com-
mission, the Daily Worker of 25 July 1957 and 29 August 1957 carried infor-
mation regarding her.
