Introduztion and Ceneral “ssessmont

1. Ia reviewing the value and validity of GOLITSY~'s
connents on the NOSENKO casz, it nust be borne in mir -
that althicagh his currvent coswments do not previde nmu.
that is new GOLITOY. hinsell hus aluays been a kKey to cur
understanding of the XNOSEND case..- In 1962 NOSENKO*®s in-
formaticn was closcly keyed to what we could presune to be
a KGi# dalaze asses. ..nt of GOLITSY.'s defectieon, a fact
which ve only notic<. . vn ccz=parison of NOSENKO's informa-
tion with GOLITSYN's., Sinilarly, what GOLITSYY had told
us about Department "D" enzbled us to see how such a high-
level provocation could te run., Furthernore, his most
recent coznents do in fact provide useful support to our
analysis which had alrecady boen coapleted. We do need now
to assess how much GOLITSY! nay be in a position to help
in our assessment and future handling of NOSENXO and other
ramifications of this KGZ provocation., His value and future
contribution can be asscssed on several levels:

a. How much new hard infornation can he
contribute?

b. {ilow much new insight can he provide us
through his owun knowled-e of KGB procedures and
persoannel applied to tho naterizls of this case?

¢. How nuch guidance can he provide in our
future manipulation of these operations and in
breaking KROTXOV and NCSENKQ?

2. Point “a* is discussed im paragraph 5 below. While
there are several useful iteas, the total of new hard facts
is not zreat. On point "bp”, his insizht, as reflected in his
oral co:—z2ats and anczlysis, is disappointing as one would
have exgected him to provils a more penetrating analysis
j than that which we completad earlier. And in point "c®

he hinself adnits to havinz no idea about how to break

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NOSESRO and £NOTEOY, other thaa to point ouat that it will
be nost difficult, that v uced to Jo soxe wore groundwork
and proparation bufore proczeding to an active attenpt to

U. S. Enbassy, Mosceow first), and thuat we should use well

3. %e are faced at this point with the eninently cona-
plicated task of breaking NI5:EHRO.  (vhile preparing to do
so we ars keeping hin productive and exanining the ramifi-
cations of the operation.) Our grecat nced now is for hard,
incoatraovertible facts with wiich we can confront NOSEN:HOD,
to prove to hin that our conviction about his gzuilt is
bascd on sonething more than analysis, which is what he
now cvidently thinks it is. For this, our only imnediate
asset is GOLITSYN, who locas so importantly as a factor in
this operation, Ve therefore hope, despite GOLITSYN's
relative lack of contribution thus far, to exhaust all pos-
sibilities and get fron hinm every possible detail. Thercfore,
since there are nmany loose encs and unclear bits fron his
29 June report, we are preparinz followup questions for
GOLITSYN which night assist our task. Some of these questions
arc attached hercto as Attachzent A.

4. GOLITSYN's principal report on the NOSENKO case was
contained in the oral presentation of 28 June 1964, As
background for his study of the case, GOLITSYN was given a
wide range of materials on NOSENXO including 113 pazes of
responses to specific questions GOLITSY.N wanted put to
NOSENKO (see attachnent B for a listing of all naterials
pertaining to NOSENKO which were shown to GOLITSYN). In
addition, GOLITSYN was given the CHEREPANOV papers with
supporting documentatiecn, as well as the XROTKOV case and
manuscript, the BELITSKIY, the UNACUTE and POPOV cases.

In general, this was nearly everything available to us in
our analvsis of 25 March, 11 “ay and 8 July, with the ex-
ception of the SCOTCH case.,

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a. This man is the perscn he says he is,
Yuriy Ivanovich NOSL.IXO, the son of forwer ‘linister
ROSLNRD, and he really was a KGs officer,

Counents:

(1} COLITSYN krnows this because he says
he knew NOSENKO personally, having et hin tuo
or three tines in 11/1/1 in 1933 wvhen GOLITSYN
vas there on other businszss., GILITSYN also net
NOSENXO occasionally at work in 1953-1959. In
1959, GOLITSYXN asked NOSENKO where he worked,
and NJISENKO said in the Tourist Department,
GOLITSYN asked him about CilURANOV. In addition,
-~ KOSENKO and -GOLITSYN “know“one anothér indirectly
throush their conmon friends CHURANOV, GUK,
KASIHEYEV, etc,

(2) NOSENKO, however, could not identify
the photo of GOLITSYN and, when told who it was,
repeated his earlier statements that he had
never net GOLITSYY and would of course remenber :
if he had. He had once been shown a group photo |

’ of him, (It is difficult to sce why NGSLEIKO ;
would lie about this, since we clearly could i
check through GOLITSYN and a contrary stateaent
would throw imnediate doubt on NOSENKO's bena .
fides, and there would apparently be nothing for }
hin to lose mercly adnitting it. This raises the
question of why GOLITSYN might lie about this
point, similarly not very casy to answer.) 2

b, NOSENKO served in II/1/1 from 1953 until 1957
or 1958, and was specifically responsible during the
period 1953-34 for Amnerican military personnel in the
Embassy. In 1955-57-58 he may have had the sane
responsibilities, or may have been vorking against
other Embassy personncl or correspondents, but was
definitely in 1I1/1/1.

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(1) NOSENKO says he was in II/1/1, working
first against correspondents and then against
nilitary personnel, froas ‘larch 1953 until mic-1955,
and claias then to have transferred to the 7th
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{Tourist) Departnent of the Sccond Chief
Dircctorate (I1/7).

(2) In our oun anzlysis ol NOSENKO's
story (11 “tay report) we had expressed doubts
that “OSLNHEO actually even served in the Aneri-
can Uscpartnent at all, siace he vas so vagu=2
about details he should have knoun, since he
vas suspiciously szlf-cuntradictory thout vhen
he entered and what he did, and since his later
period in tsat Departrmont {1960-62) is clearly
a complete fabrication,

C. NOSENRD served {roa 1957 or 1953 in the -
Tourist Departacnt (I1/7), vhere in 1959 he was a
senior case officer.

Connments:

(1} As noted above, this contradicts

NOSEXKO's story of having made this transfer
in mid-1955, thus creating a period of two to
three years which NOSENKO's legend is trying

* to cover up., This suggests to GOLITSYN that
there was some success in the Enbassy during
this period, vhich is supported by other ob-
servations (seec below).

{2) Therc is recason to doubt the validity
of GOLITSYN's stateument, since NOSENKO is in-
dependently known to have been involved in at
lecast one, and perhaps two, strictly tourist-
type operations involving U, S. citizcns in the
period 1956-1958., One was Richard BURGI, whonm
NOSENKO recruited in June 1956 in the company of
Anatoliy KOZLOV, Chief of II/7, who has confirmed
NDSENKO's story and identified his picture.

There was possibly one other American, Gisella
Harris, in 1957 (she tentatively but uncertainly
jdentified his photo) and he claims to have worked
on threc foreigners, one of whom, Sir Alan Lane,
British, has confirmed the story and recoznized
NOSE!NXN's photo, |

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(3) Supporting GULITSY. *s statenent,
however, arc the flollowing points:

(a) DERIABIN considers it guite
possible that an Averizon Uepart:ant nan
might be used in a Tourist departient operda-
tion, if he had qualificztions nzedad and
others vere not available a2t the ting,

There is an outside chance tuut this is
what happened here,

{b} In the 1962 reetings with CIA,
NOSENYD clairmed to hzva persenni' s par-
ticipated in the recr.:iiizat oporation in
1956 against U. S, L.cassy security officer,
Edvard Saith., then c <. ronted in 1964 with
this carlier statene *. .OSENKO vigorously
denied it. His earlicr clainm coule thus
have been a slip, or perhaps nerely a gratui-
tous boast (paralleling his 1962 claia to
have been involved in the October 1959
attempt against Russ Lanzelle).

(c)} NOSENKO has reported personal par-
ticipation in only a few checkabls tourist-
line activities during the years 1955-58
although his year 1959 is repletz with tihen,
almost all confirned independently.

(d) The only other indepernd=ntly known
activity of NOSENKO durinz this period was
two trips to England in Augsust 1357 and
October 1958. These, he claifns, were nerely
to serve as watchdoz for two Soviect sporting
groups (and to gpive hin some flavor of the
'est). They could presunably have taken hin
froa II/1 just as well as from II/7.

d. MNOSENKC did not work in II/1l at any time in
1969, and thercfore it is unthinkable that he was there
for the one ys=ar 1961 either.

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avare in detail of who served in TI/1/1 until
his departure {orv ilelsinki in July 1960, and
bzcause he visited .oscow and 1I/1 in Decenther
1960 and talked with the then bead of I1/1/1,
WOVEAUR,  He would have known 1if N0SELKD wore
in the secction then at all, nuch less as deputy
chief,

Hovever:

- NOSENYO vas-away in Cuba until 13
Decenber 1960 and thus may not have
been there at the tine. Nonetheless,
the fact that he iad becone Deputy
woutld presuiably have come out of
GOLITSYN's ‘talks with KOVSHUX, anyway.

- GOLITSYN had earlier said that PETROV

was chief of II/1/1, GRYAINOV the dcputy.
Insofar as SR records show, GOLITSYN had
never naned KOVSIUX in this position, as
far as ve know, until he saw the NOSENKO
materials. KOVSHUK was, of course, named
by GOLITSYN many times as an active case
officer in 1I/1/1.

¢. Contrary to NOSENKO's statement that GORBATEXRKO
renained as chief of II/1 until 1959, GOLITSYN knew that
GORBATENKO was sent as senicr KGB advisor to Hungary
shortly after the llungarian Revolution, probably about
January 1957,

Comnents:

{1) Since this is a high-powered job and
represented a promotion, GOLITSYN thinks it may
well have been given to GORBATE!NRO as a result of
success in operations against the American Embassy,
specifically a recruitaent. GOLITSYN thinks NOSENKD
nay be covering this up by changing the dates of
GORBATENKO's transfer, and associates this with
KOVSIUK®'s trip to the U. 5, in early 1957, pre-
sutably to follow up or coaplete a !loscow Embassy
recruitaent (about which trip NOSENKO also gave
apparent disinformation, linkiny it to the ANDREY"
case, which we all agree is unlikely, especially
since "“ANDREY' left oscow in the spring of 1954}.

f. NOSENKO did, in fact, have the wonan trouble .
he claims, but GOLITSYN "recalls" that this took place !
in 1957 or 1958, not in 1954, and this was the reason
he was transferred out of the rore scasitive Anzrican
Departuaent to the Tourist Department.

Connent:

{1} GOLITSYN also said that the events
"nust have happened™ after NOSENKO became a CP
member (in 195%5-57), sugzasting GOLITSYN is
not stating a fact but naking a supposition.
It is not clear, in fact, whether GOLITSYN
knows or supposes that this caused NOSENKO's
transfer out of II/1 into II1/7.

g. The post of Assistant Section Chief -- which
GOLITSYN says NOSEN:D claimed to occupy in 1960-62 --
was abolished in 1959, thosc holding this title being
made senior casec officers.

Note: GOLITSYN is apparently confusing
POMIACH (Assistant to the Chief)
with ZAMNACH (Deputy Chief).
NOSENKO also reported that Poanaches
were abolished and made senior case
officers, while Zannaches continue to
this day. GOLITSYN nmust also believe
this, since he has reported GRYAZNOV
as Zannach I1/1/1.

6. Statenents of opinion: In addition to the opinions ‘
connected with the facts suanarized above, GOLITSYN provided
a nuiber of opinions, theories and suppositions on various
detailed aspects of this case. wuy and large, these nerely
orovilde additional supjort for opinions already presented

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in our earlier reports on this operation. GULITSYR concluded
without Joubt that MNOSENKD is a KRGS provocateur, that the
operation could only have been run with HKaRUSaCiV's personal
approval, and that & is desi rncd azon; other things to hide

various p:nctrntlows, one pcrhaps related to the POPOV con-
proaise, and sone of then threatensd by leads provided by
COLITSY, He considered thzt the LOSENKD o;nratlon is being

run in close coordination with the XINIJTRKIV and CHEREPANOV
provocations, and that in order to carry out his nission
properly NOSENXC nust know many of thez significant truths

the XC3 is tryinz to hide or protect, Iz belicves that nuch
