L. 'The follcwingﬂeable from the CIA 8tation in London|was reported
orally to Mr. Sapuel Papich at 0930 on 23 November:

2. 'The British Security Service (MI-5) has reported that at
1805 GMT on 22 November an anonymous telephone call was made in
Cambridze, England, to the senlor reporter of the Cambridge Wews. The
caller ssid only that the Cambridge News reporter should eall the
American Embassy in Iondon for some big news and then hung up.

3. After the word of the President's death wes received the re-
porter informed the Cambridge police of the anonymous ¢all and the
police informed MI-5. The important point is that the cell wes nmade,
sccording to MI-5 caleuletions, about 25 minutes before the President
vas shot. The Cambridge reporter had never received a call of this

_ kind before and MI-5 state that he is kuown to them &s a sound and loyal
| person with no gecurity record.

L. MI-5 noted that similar anonymous phone calls of a strangely
coincidental nature have beern received by persons in the U. XK. over the
past year, particularly in connection with the case of Dr. VWard.

5. The British Seeurity Service gtated its desire to assist in

every possible way on any follow-up investigetions required within
the United Kingdom.

Nikolay SERGEYEV - Source did not recognize the
face and had never heard the name.

Annette (Anita) SETYAEVA, nee ZUGOFF, formerly
known as Annette GOLDSHTEYN (GOLDSTEIN) and
Annette Henkina (KHENKINA): Source recognized
her immediately By face, giving the name Annette
KHENKINA, formerly Annette GOLDSHTEYN. He

could not recall her maiden name but when offered
the name ZUGOFF he said ¢this would be correct

as it is an Ossettian name and her father had
been Ossettian and her mother a Canadian. Source's
additional information om this woman is provided
in paragraph 8 below.

Joseph ADANMOV: Source recognized his photograph
immédiately and provided the name correctly,
identifying bim as his long-time friend, previously
digcussed in th@d ) roport referenced in

your memorandum. G)

RUDIMAN, the same man referred to in
the epoxrt. Source said he is a cloge
Iriciid of Joe ADANOV's. He is Jewish and vas
originally from New York, but is now a Soviet
citigen, married to & Russian woman and father
of three or four children. He worke iz the
English language sectlon of Radio Moscow. He
had formerly bad a very small flat of one or

two rooms, with which he was very unhsppy, but
Radio Moscow got him an attractive amnd larger
flat in a building on Peschanaya Street.

{8) Lucy {(Olga) PRAVDINA: Source recognized her
photograph at once as the woman who had gilven
him English lesgons in 1944 or 1845 when he was
briefly employed at [Radio Moscow]S/ He believed
her name was Irina or something like that, and
she had previocusly spent posgibly ten of f£ifteen
years in the Uniged States with her husband who
bhad been o TASS man there. Source could not
recall her last neame (married name) but thought
it began with a "KE". VWhen Source first met her
she was a program director for Radio logcow and
did some announcing. He said she spoke excellent
English, was & good worker and woll liked by her
colleagues. He did not know the names LUCY and
OLGA PRAVDINA; and wae certain neither was hor
actual name.

4. Photographe 2 and 3: Source recognized these as
Annette KHENKINA, of paragraph 3 (2) above.

. Photograph no. 4: BSource rocognized number 1 as
the person identified im paragraph 3 (6) above; and recognized
Anpette KHENKINA, Sergel RUDIMAN, and Joe ADAMOV. He did
not recognize Nikolai SERGEYEY in this photograph.

6. Photograph no. &: Source recognized all porsons
im this photo, as identified in paragraphs 3 (3), (2), (4),

and (B) above. |

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7. Photograph no. 6: Source recognized number (1)
as KHENKIN (first name not recalled), the second husband
of Annette GOLDSHTEYN KHENKINA, and number (2) as Annette
herself. He knew that they had a son and assuwmed that the
child in this photo was that son, bmﬁ he had never sesn the
child. Source provided the mame information on KHENKIN
previously included inl JEheterred to
in your memorandum. He added to this that tThe apartment
building in the background of photograph number (3) is
the location of the apartment which KHENKIN was given after
he bad written a letter to STALIN complaining of quarters
he was first given when he repaﬁria@ad to the Soviet Union
in 1945 or 1946.

8. Photograph no. 7: Source recognized Annette
KHENKINA, but did not know any of the others in the photo.
When number (4), Marina, was pointed out to him, he stated
that she was the right age to be Annette's daughter by her
first busbhand, GOLDSHTEYN. Source had geem her &5 a swmall
child, possibly about five or six years or age, in 1948,

He has never seen her gince, kaew nothing wnore about her,

and could not identify her photograph. Source commented

that he had never met CGOLDSHTEYN, Annette's first husband,

but kmew that he was much older than she and he speculated
that the older man in thig photograph might be Doris
GOLDSHTEYN. Source gave the following additional information
on Borigs GULDSHTEIN: He was some kind of enginecer~technician,
not employed by Radic Moscow. He did not approve of Annette's
working in the radio field, and disapproved of the people

she worked with there and the general atmosphere of work.
Annette was already separated or divorced from CGOLDSHTEYN
when Source first wmet her, sometime in 1944 or 1945. While
Annette was still married to GOLDSHTEYN, she bhad an affair
with Joe ADAMOV. :

2. Regarding Lev or Leo SETYAEV, Source bad never
heard the name. He wag not aware that Annette KHENKINA
had married for the third time, although he knew that she
was divorced from KHENKIN and that he was interested inm
marrying 2 woman who was an editor im a publishing house.

10. Source had never heard of Lee Harvey OSWALD
prior to his defection, and had no information regarding
his participation im a Radio lMogscow interview in late
1959. He commented, however, that it was not unusual to
