Uponi his rerwm, he said that he had been speakinz wiin the Fresideni ard
that we were to o to the White House within thirty minutes to show tais

2. The President was briefed on ithe origins of the submachine gun
and on the metnods uged to establish that it had come from Juba. We also:
described in Getail what was found in the arws cache and the purveses for
which tne matbriel was intended. e referred to tha fact that wortar
skells had Seen found wrarped in the unique air-drom gear whica the Agency
had desvised Zor use ab the Bay of Pigs. The rresicdent ingquired aboui how
the nilitary equimment had been iransported to Vanezuvela, our reply teing
that we believed it had been by boat since a sraXil aluminum craft with an
outboard motor had been found thres hundred yards from the actual cacre
site.
