1. ¥r. Rocha stated he wanted to mention two-things

before starting the conversation with ¥r. Holms:

b. He demired to thank Hr. Helms for his

"yeference™ and oxpressed his grestost npproclaslon
for being given the oppbrtunlcy to diecugs their
problem with Mr. Helms. Mr. Helms replied that he
fully nndaiatoéd and sccoepted the e:yian@tlon about
the newspaper articla nﬁd he was happy to have the
opportunity to discuss the Agency's rﬁlaﬁionshlp

with ¥r. Roche’s group.

Mr. Helms also csutionad Rocha and Lasa not to get impatient
over what may appear to be lack of usa.ot'their information,

but to give the Agmncy a chance to chock it out.
