Miapd rivdr by U.5. Customs, The material on the boal consisted of small
arms snd other supplies and was also confiscated, It is believed that
the beat and supplies were impounded to prevent the Alphe &0 menbers from
condusting & raid on Oubs.

3. (C) USAOED is in contasi with Mr. Veciana, an Alpha 66 representative,
and he has requested U.S. Army aseistance in securing the relszse of the
boat and equipment. Informal discussions with the Cusboms Dursau indicate
that an expression of inberest by ancther governvent agency mirht secure
the release of the bost and eguipment. Securing the relsass of this Llpha
66 boat very probably will assist UBAOSD in collecting information on fube
and may assist in oresiing & black Infiltration capability.
