for his request in that he rentioned the possible need for protection
while in Havana, He went on to explain tha and his people
could be used to e whether he, CHRIST, der surveillancs,
At this juncture enteraed the undersigned's office, and CHRIST
repeated his request, _ After a review of the pros and coms, and
particularly in view ot{?]duuss, it was decided that :
was no concrete purpose which could justify the assigmment ofm
as requested by CHRIST, ‘
