sinece 1555 including one amounting to $10L8.65 which is still pending.

k. 'In view of the above information, it is recommended that the
Subject be closely sucervised and that he be made wilting oaly after

a time elapss sufficlent to afford Subject an opportunity %o demonstrate

his intezrity and reliability.
