Mr. Angleton mdlcated that (I A would like to direct initial attention
to two of the item$ cited by Helms, namely, the question of audio (electronic
surveillance) coverage and the sug estlon that FBI and CIA specialists in the
4 communist bloc field hold periodic seminars to coordinate our information.
The Bureau's position regarding electronic surveillance coverage, as
outlined in the Director's letter to Helms 0£.3/31/70, was reitereated with
emphasis upon the problems such coverage often pose with regard to
l prosecution as well as adverse public reaction to this fype coverage.

. I made the point that the Bureau has not received the necessary
support in this area from reSponsﬂ)le quarters; that in the past the Bureau
had a substantial amount of coverage of this type in the interest of both our
own counterintelligence responsibilities as well as the national security -
