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Since 4/17/61, there has been little organized
anti-CASTRG activity in the Hetropolitan New York area. The
activity which has taken place since April, 1961, has been
dominated by the Frente Revolucionario Democratico {FRD), and
this activity has taken the form of pickets and public meetings.

meeting in New York on 9/30/61, but this meebing was allegedly
cancelled on advice glven by unknown individuals from Washington, ‘
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The following statements are conclusions based upon !
information received from established sources and from various
leading figures in the anti-CASTRO field who have been interviewed ’
on various ocecasions since 4/17/61. The ideas and conclusions ,
which follow are based on information furnished by NY 2865-5,
NY 3248-pP3SI, C3NY 2822-3, CSNYG@ﬁQé%g Dr. ANTONIO de VARONA, !

individuals who are ln a position to have firsthand information
from leading anti-CASTRC leaders.

{1) ORGANIZATIONS

In general, the anti-CASTRO organizations can be
charscterized by three leading groups, namely the FRD, the
Movimiento Revolucionario del Pueblo {(MRP), and the JIN, In the
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ARAGON said that MIRO CARDONA went to PRIO's residence in

in support of Dr. MIRO but then PRIO goes on and mekes propaganda
which definitely is agalnsi Dr. MIRO and in hisg, PRIO's, favor.
ARAGOW advised that as a result of recent stabtements made by

Dr. PRIC, Dr, MIRO CARDONA no longer has any degire to speak
with CARLOS PRIO. -

- WY 2865-$ advised that in early Sepbember, 1961,
he was with GUILLEBMO ALONIO PUJOL in New York, and PUJOL
showed him a confidentlal letter on the stationery of the U.3,
Houge of Representatives written by VICTOR L. ANFUSO to Secretary
of Stete DEAN RUSK. NY 28683 stated he was not gure of the
date of this letter but believed it was 8/27 cr 28/6L. In this
letter to DEAN RUSK, Representative ANFUSD asked RUSK %o
recognize a Cuban government in exile and offer 1Y all the
necessary assistance in order Lo overthrow the present Cuban
Government, ANFUSO algo, in hig lebtter to RUSK, stalted that
Dr. GARLOS PRIO had supported Dr, JOSE MIRO CARDONA as
Provisional President in the event such a government lun exile
was recognized by the United 3tates. :

From information aveillable thusfar, there does not
appear to be any definite plans on the part of CARLOS PRIO to
set up a govermment in exile in a Labin country. The Cuban
exiles are divided about PRIO and the majority of them greatly
guestion hig ability to unify a majority of Cubans. '

(4) INVASION EFFORIS

There has been no information recelved from Cuban
xiles in the Metropolitan New York area indicating any serious
plans 0 mount an invasion from the US to Cuba. Therg are also
no weports of any invasion being planned by individuals in the

ARAGON stated that he and Dr. WMIRD CARDONA discussed problems
facing the Revolutionary Council snd what the Revolutionary
Councill believes should be dong in the Cuban guestion.

he was informed by GOODWIN that this man would have complete
authorlty to make final declsiong in all matters. ARAGON

advised that as of 9/25/61, when he last spoke to Dr, MIRO
CARDONA, Dr, MIRO stated that he had not yet been contasted

by this liglson man. ARAJON also stated thabt nelther he

nor Dr. MIRQ CARDOMAwas Biven the name of this wman, bubt they
wers informed that Dr. MIROC would be contacted by this individual
on his arrival in Florida. ,

ARAGON alpo expressed his personal opinionyegarding
RICHARD GOODWIN and other advisors st the White House by stating
that they were very brilliant young men who can advance wonderful
theordies but ¢annot put anything into practicel working order,

ARAGON also stated that CIA continues to operate
with varicus underground groups, and these groups are belng
supported by CILA, ARAGON advised that the underground inside
Cuba is being bullt up and it is becoming efficient, bubt ARAGON
believes that there ig & lack of coordination and a lack of
authority and although it is possible by underground activity to
overthrow. the present Cuban Government, he velieves that
unless this matter of unification is atiended %o immedistely,
the end result could be chavs and untold bloodshed.

3 . AR AGOH plge stated that hig contact at CIA is one
{éﬁYM@N@'s, CLARKPWith whom he 1s in regular contact and who
Turnibhes him mOney which he carries to Miami for Dr. MIRO CARDONA,
ARAGON advised that the Revolutionary Council has been given

a financial cut by CIA and this, to a great extent, hag

hampered the actlvity of the Revolutionary Council.

Revolutlionary Councill as RICARDD LORTE NINO DIAZ, JORGE 307TUS,
and CONTE AGUERC, ARAGON advised that he furnished these names

with (CLARK, CLAREhdnfofied him that the four people proposed
for the Reveoluti®wary Council by Dy, MIRC were scceptable to
CiA, and stated that as a general rule of thumb, Dr. MIRO can

zelect’ anyone he wants but must exélude all Batistianos, Communists

and fellow travelers.

ARAGON stated that he was not entively optimistie
about the fubure of Cuba. ARAGON sald that the Cuban people
eannot be enbirely unified as there are so many politically ,
ambitious leaders among the exiles and there are many jealousies
and there is much criticism leveled against the Revolutionary
Council and the United States Government because of the »
unsuccessful invaslon of fpril, 1961, ARAGON advised that “he
believed that the Cuban Government was weakened day by day., :
that the underground would eventually overthrow CASTRO, together
with the esonomle hardshilps which the Cuban Government is
suffering, out without a strong uriifiedopposition and 100
per cent cooperation from the United Stabes, he saw 3 very
unhappy picture for Cuba in years Lo come,
