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On L4 March 1955 fmilio NUNEZ Portucndo, Cuban Ambassaior to the United Nations,
wrote to Cctavio FABREGA, Panamaniasn Minister of Foreign Relations, regarding -
Cuban sspirations for a seat on the Sscurity Council in the U. N, Genersl
Assembly which is scheduled to meet in November 1955, HNUNEZ wrote that after
geven months in the Ministry of Labor Presidsat Fualgencio BATISTA had offsred him
his choice of any Minlstry, the post at ihe Embassy in Washington, or continuation

as Cuban Ambassador to ths U. H., whizh post he had accepted.
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NUNEZ vacalled that in the U, N. General Assembly of last year Cuba had aspired
to a seat on tha Security Council and hsd had ths promise of Panamanian suppors
in this matter; however, Cuba had withdrawn when Peru claimed precedence in its
right to a seab on the Security Council. He also indicated that at present

Cuba is soliciting support, through its diplematic representatives, for a seat
on the Sacurity Council which will meet in November 1955, and, becauss at pressnt
there is no other Latin American member of the U. N. with similar aspirations,

ha does not anticipate any conflict of intsrest. NUNEZ stated that the Cuban
request for support had besn replied to affirmatively by Chila, Argentina, Hon-
duras, Haiti, Costa Rica, the Dominican Rspublic, El Salvador, and Peru.
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3. HUNEZ then asked FABHEGA to reply faverably as quickly as possible to the Cuban
request for support in this matter. NUNEZ added that if he becomes a ‘member of
tha Security Council FABREGA may consider that he will represent Pansma as well
as Cuba, He reminded FABREGA that, becauss of recommendations which NUNEZ mads,
Cuba votéd in the CGeneiral Assembly for Ricarde ALFARO, Panamanian jurist, for a
pesition on ths International Court of Justice as well as a position on the Ine
tornational Law Commission, when this was requested by the Panamanian Government.
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
