~ But this 1s the way of the Bstablishment to "leak' thedyx intelligence reports
to the press in order to divide and vilify the paace forces., If one looks back
%o the "intelligence leaks" a year ago last Aprll or last October; then onc will
find a great similarity in the approach. The point is -- we should not belicve
these insider reports just as we ¢ not beli cwe the "eofficial leaks" coming out
of Vietnam -- or the Mofficial stoxies" about what is happening in the chettoecs
at home. Tha credibility gap also extends to the Administration xeporting about
our intentions and actions. We have to be our own reporters and analysts of
what we intend to do‘and how we go about doing it.

The most important thing to keep in mind is that the best way to insure that
our protests will be peaceful and non-violent is to be there in the tes of
thousands. The best protection we havae against police violencae rests upon the
great numbers of persons who refuse to be intimidated by the military. If we
really believe that the war in Vietnam is as barbaric and brutal as we say it
ig ==~ 1f we really belicve that millions of blacks suffer the indignities of
racist oppression -~ if we really beliceve that the affluence of this society is
built upon the blatant exploitation of the poor ~~ if we believe all this and
more -~ then we should be in Chicago to tell the world "like it is" -~ and not let
L3J or Daly or any "insicde'" news reporxt tuxn us around! We should ncver be afxaid
to demonstrate our demand to put an end to the old politics of militarism and
racism =~ and begin a new politics of sanity and humanity in this country.

But¢ thisg is the way of the Bstablishment to "lealk'" thelx intelligenca rxeports
to the press in order to divide and vilify the poace forces. Xf onc looks back
o the "intelligence leaks" a year ago last Apxdl or last October, then one will
find a great similarity in the approach. The point is ~- we should not belicva
these insider reports just as we d not beli ewe tha "official leaks" coming out
of Vietnam -~ or tha “official stories" about what is happening in the ghettoes
at home. Tho credibility gap also extends to the Administration reporting about
our intentions and actions. We have to be cur own reporters and analysats of
what we intend to do ‘and how we go about doing dt.

The most important thing to keep in mind is that the best way to insurae that
our protests will be pcaceful and non-violent is to be there in the tens of
thousands., The best protection we have against police violence rests upon tha
great numbers of parsons who refuse to be intimidated by the military. II we
really believe that the war in Vietnam is as barbaric and brutal as we say it
is == 17 we really beliceve that millions of blacks suffer the indignities of
racist oppression -~ if we really believe that the affluence of this society is
built upon the blatant exploitation of the poor -~ if we believe all this and
more -~ then we should be in Chicamo to tell the world "like it is" -- and not let
LBJ ox Daly or any "inside" news report tuxn us aroundl! We should never be afraid
to demonstrate our demand to put an end to the old politics of militarism and

racism =~ and begin a new politics of sanity and humanity in this country.
