On 27 November Brezilian Ambassador Bastian
Pinto in Havana reported that soon after Presi-
dent Kennedy's death several authorities and
persons associated with the Cuban Government had
openly expressed to him their concern regarding
the consequences for Cuba and their belief that
any other President would be "‘even worse.®"
Bastian Pinto added that another concern had been
expounded by Fidel Castro when he had stated that the
reactionairies of the United States were trying to create
"ia state of anti-Soviet and anti-Cuban hysteria.'"
Bastian Pinto noted that there had been no official
announcement in Cuba of sorrow for the death of the
President of the United States.
