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It should not be assumed that this release means the 
committee believes the persons in the photos and sketches were 
involved in the assassination of President Kennedy or Dr. King. 
The committee is, however, interested in obtaining their identity 

' and whereabouts so it can contact them. 
Anyone who has information about these men should contact
