At approximately 10:39 a.m., on this same date,
an anonymous caller telephonically advised that he was calling
from the Lamar Hotel at Lamar, Colorado, and wanted to re-
port that there was 'a guy who is staying at the hotel who is
a dead ringer for the guy who shot the nigger.'" The caller
was asked to what person he was referring as the ""nigger"
and he replied that he was referring to KING,.

The caller refused to furnish his name and stated
that the person who he was referring to is one DONALDFINCH,
who was described as a white male, 45 years, 6'2", 180 pounds,
brown hair and, who according to the caller, has been at the
Lamar Hotel since 4/9/68. He said that FINCH claims to be
from E1 Paso, Texas; speaks with a southern accent and has
been contacted several times by his father by phone from
E1l1 Pesso.

The caller stated that he had seen drawings in the
paper of the person who shot KING and that in his opinion,
FINCH is a dead ringer for this man. He stated that in
addition, FINCH has told his, the caller's, wife that he,
FINCH, is hiding from the iaw, and he spends almost all of
his time in his room. The caller stated that FINCH plans
to leave Lamar at 4:45 p.m. on 4/17/68 by Continental Bus
and has stated that he is "going West."” The caller was again
asked to furnish his name and he stated that he did not
want to do so but that should someone come to the Lamar
Hotel, to ask for the manager.

At approximately 10:35 a.m. today, Mr. JOHNNY
BENNETT, room 11, Lamar Hotel, Lamar, Col'orado, telephonically
contacted the Denver Office and advised he was presently
looking at a sketch of GALT in a Pueblo, Colorado, newspaper
and this sketch and description of GALT is similar to a man
(FNU) FRENCH presently staying at the Lamar Hotel. He stated
this man was drawn to his attention by the manager of the
hotel, name unknown, and after comparlng the newspaper sketch,
