Shortly before the Scnator was poved up £rom the 5th floor, I wag
contacted by another member of his organization who told ne that
Senator Ted Kennedy was ¢n route to the hospital by planc and had
not yet landed in Los Angeles. And he asked Lf arrangements could
be made to have the Senator picked un from a location where he would
be brought by helicopter and then he would be transported to the
hospital. I informed this man that the Police Department vould supply
transportation from any point as soon as he could supply ne with a
definite time and place vhere the Senator would arrive. His trans-
portation was arranged by the Police Department. A Metro sergeant
and a Hetro officer were standing by to go to the Senator's landing
point, but I never did follow un on whether they were the ones who
actually transported him or whether other arrangerents had bzcn made
by someone in the Police Building. However, the Senator did arrive
while Scnator Reoboert Hennedy was in surgery and he remained on the
9th floor with us until the surgical operation was completed.

At approuimately 4 a.m., an AI officer arrived on the 9th floor upon
the request of Ingspector Sporrer. This officer was ccheduled to

take photographs of Senator Kennedy in the operating room after
permission had been obtained from the hospital staff, le was placed
in proper hospital garments and he did enter there, and during the
course of the operation, did take photographs. The negatives from
the photographs were passed on to 0fficer Mazzonc who held them until
he gave then to me and I later on trancported them to the Police
Building and turncd them over to Chief Reddin. A momber of the
Kennedy staff ashed me why the Police Department was taking photo-
graphs inside the operating room, and I told hinm that this was part
of our investigation. He then stated that he failed to sec how
photographs taken therc would in any way assist our investigation,
and I told him that I felt that nothing we would do would be too great
or too much at a time like this., The gentleman agreed with me and
wvalked awvay.

While the operation was in progress, additional police personnel did
arrive at the location, There were units from Intelligence who told
ne that they were assigned, one team to each one of the Kennedy family
that were present, in the cevent that anyone wanted to leave the
premises and travel to another area. EBarlier, Lt. Tackaberry had
informed me that two Metro men had transported the Xennedy children
and Mrs. Salinger back to their hotel and the Metro team would stay
with them at the hotel in Bowverly Hills until they were properly
ralieved. Lit. Tackaberry later notified the Beverly Hills Police
Department and asked them if they would relieve the lgtro officers
and this was done.

During these hours it was evident that most of the persons agsociated
with Scnator Kennedy were quitce emotionally upset. Several of then
made »cmarks which werc derogatory and gquite critical of the Police
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Departrmont, but since it was recognized by the officers that werc
present and myself that these poople werc under an emotional strain,
there were no unsatisfactory incidents az a result of it. One
gentleman was concerned because he felt that the Police Department
should not have porsons acting in security vho would be pushing people
and holding them back, and I explained to him the necessity of having
to do fhis and that the officers had a job to do and if there were

any complaints, refer them to me rather than to any officers. Another
gentleman complained that when Mrs. Xennedy was in the ambulance, one
of the officers had almost Xknocked her to the ground, And I told

hin that I was not awarce of this situation, and that if there was any
misconduct on the part of any officer it would be investigated, but
the present time was not the time for us to be doing it as ve had
more immediate problems to consider.

Another remark that was made to me and to other officers was that an
incident such as this, the shooting of the Senator, could only happen
+wo places in the United States--Los Angeles and Dallas. This comment
was ignored. As I had the opportunity to talk te the various officers
who wore assigned to the security, I pointed out to them the neces-
sity for being exemplary in their conduct and in any actions which
they take because the Los Angeles Police Department vas in the eyes

of the world and we did not want to rapeoat any of the errors or
nistalkes which occurred during the incident in Dallas.

T can say at this time that T did not obscrve any unsatisfactory
incidents at all. All the officers that I observed worked willingly,
guletly, officiently, and I thought they made a very fine showing.
Although they had been working long hours, there was no food, they
didn't have an opportunity to sit down, there was no complaining.

the officers who were engaged in the security on the 9th floor were
from among a group wiho had originally reported at Central Receiving
Hospital. One sergeant from Metro had-a bag under his arm which was
the clothing that had been romoved from the body of Senator Kennedy
vhen he was brought into Central Recciving Hospital. He was retaining
this for continuity of evidence until he would be able to book it.

He was relieved from duty for a brief period of time so he could go

to a station and book the clothing.

While we were still at Central Recciving Hospital before the Senator
had loft, one of the receiving hospital nurses approached me with

an envelopez vhich she said contained two vials of blood that belonged
to the Senator and it was necessary for these samples to precede him
to the hospital so Cood Samaritan could irmedlately ctart making

an analysis for medical purposes. L, Tachaberry assigned an officer
who transported the blood. I ret hin later on at Cood Samaritan
Jospital and he told me that the hospital had only wanted one vial

of blood and asked him to retain the othexr, I directed hin to
transport this blood to Rampart Division and book it as part of the



ovidenca.,

During the course of the surgery, I approached a doctor who waz on
the staff and wvho was also one of the surgeons and asked hin to
notify ne when any of the bullets or bullet fragments would bo
raroved so that I could make arrangements to have them booked as
evidence, IHe did so later on and arrangements wvere nade for the
operating roon nurse to turn the bullet fragments over to the staff
pathelogiast who in turn turncd them over to a detective who wont to
Rampnart Division and boolked then into evidence.

The hospital was most cooperative at all times during the period in
which I was there. They supplied me with vhatever information I
requested, accepted all the security measures which we instituted,
and everyona seomed to be genuinely willing to cooperate with us.

When the Senator was moved to the 9th floor for surgory, Ve wWere

able to locate a telephone in the hallway nearby vhich was commandecred
for the use of the Police Depariment, and we retained the use of it
until the time came to remove the Senator back to the 5th floor in

the intensive carc unit. This happened at approximately 6:30 a.m.

He was transportced back in the reverss manner from which he was

brought up, that is, one elevator to the 7th floor, moved across

the 7th floor, and the second elevator to the 5th floor. %Two police
officers also acconpanied him during this trip.

Prior to his return arrangoments had becn made with the head doctor
vhereby he would request members of the Xennedy family except for
tha very close ones not to follow into the intensive care unit and
thexreby keep it clear. This assistance wvas invaluable as when we
did bring the Senator back to the 5th floor, there werc far fewer
people there on that occasion than there had been prior to the time
he wont up to surgery.

Shortly after his return several phone calls came through for Senator
Ted Kennady, and on several occasions, I had to agk him to leave thea
intensive care unit and come out to the phone. We only called him
to the talephone for very important psople, such as Vice President
Humphrey. Senator Bdward Xennedy was very guiet, spoke little, and
naver commented on any actions which were taken by police personnel.

I was oble to rolay information to the E.C.C. throughout the night
in poxiods of 20 to 30 minutes apart. At no time did I ever discuss
any of tho police operations or the Senator's condition with any
members of the press. !y, Mankewicz, who was the Scnator's press
secraotary, was the only one who discussed his condition publicly.

The sceurity force while we werce on the 5th floor and the 9th floor
consisted of a Motro licutenant, letro sergeant, and approximabely
eight policemen. And there ware two other policereon stationed on
the roof and there were uniformnd officors at other points in the
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At approzimately 7:30 a.m., o Secret Service men identified them~
solves to Inspector Sporrer and notified the Inspector and myself
that thoy had beon directed to aszune the scocurity of the Senator
with the assistance of tho Log Angeles Police Department. The
Inapector informed them that the Departrment would cooperate in any
way necosgary. These two Scerct Service agents were familiarized
with the layout of the location and alse with the personnel who
verns ascigned to that unit from the hospital, and they were pointed
out to the uniformed officers so they would knov who these men uere.

Shortly after that I‘etro had a change of watch and their new men
werc also apprised of the identification of the Sccret Sexvice nen,
and vhen I left the location shortly afier 8:00, the operation was
proceeding very sroothly. When the Secret Scrvice suggested that
the fire emit door should have further security, I arranged for the
building maintonanc? men to come up and chain the fire doors locked
with a padlock on cach side, and the koys were given to the Secret
Service.
