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within a few feet of Senator KENNEDY, who was lying on the floor
bleeding. JUDY ROYER stated that when she first heard the noises
that sounded like firecrackers, she was near the end of the third
warming counter near the east end of the passage way and after

she was shoved she ended up near one of the ice machines, very
close to where Senator KENNEDY was lying on the floor. JUDY ROYER
stated that at that time Senator KENNEDY was approximately five
feet from her.

JUDY ROYER stated that she then noticed ROOSEVELT
GRIER, RAFER JOHNSON and some newsmen at. her right struggling
with someone. JUDY ROYER stated that at that time she could not
see the individual they were struggling with. JUDY ROYER stated
that when she first noticed the individuals struggling they were
near the end of the warming counters at the eastern end of the
passage way. JUDY ROYER stated that she was then escorted behind
the easterly most warming counter in an effort to get out of
the way and when she was behind the warming counter she saw
ROOSEVELT GRIER holding on to a man.

JUDY ROYER was shown Los Angeles Police Department
photograph of SIRHAN BISHARA SIRHAN, Los Angeles Police Depart-
ment booking number 195-139, and she positively identified the
individual in the photograph as the man she had seen ROOSEVELT
GRIER holding on to the night of June 4, 1968 in the passage way
behind the Embassy Room at the Ambassador Hotel, Los Angeles,
California

JUDY ROYER stated that the last thing she remembers
%ae that Califorhia Assembly Speaker JESSE UNRUH was on top of
one of the warming counters yelling repeatedly "Don't kill him,
don't kill him". JUDY ROYER stated that the officers of the
Los Angeles Police Department came and took the man ROOSEVELT
GRIER was holding into custody and they left the area. JUDY ROYER
stated that she then returned to the staff area and in the mean-
time Senator KENNEDY had been moved so that he could receive
medical treatment.
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JUDY ROYER stated that when she saw ROOSEVELT GRIER
holding SIRHAN SIRHAN she recognized him as a man she had pre-
viously seen in the passage way behind the stage of the Embassy
Room and told him to leave that area. JUDY ROYER stated that
during the evening of June 4, 1968 she had been walking in the
passage way behind the stage of the Embassy Room from the anti-
room area to the Colonial Room trying to keep the passage way
clear. JUDY ROYER stated that the reason she was trying to keep
the passage way clear was because a Los Angeles Fire Marshal
had told them they had too many people in the staff area. dJUDY
ROYER 'stated that she cannot remember the exact time she saw
SIRHAN BISHARA SIRHAN in the passage way behind the stage of
the Embassy Room but she believes it was approximately one or
two hours before Senator KENNEDY made his speech. JUDY ROYER
stated that when she saw SIRHAN SIRHAN he was in the passage way
immediately east of the anti-room behind the stage of the Embassy
Room. JUDY ROYER stated that she noticed SIRHAN SIRHAN standing
near a doorway in the passage way. She did not recognize him
as a member of the staff or a member of the press and she told
him to leave. JUDY ROYER stated that she is familiar with most
of the members of the press due to her long relationship with
former California Governor EDMUND "PAT" BROWN and she also knew
most of the members of Senator KENNEDY's campaign staff. JUDY
ROYER stated that she told SIRHAN SIRHAN to leave the passage
way behind the stage of the Embassy Room and she watched him
walk into the Embassy Room of the Ambassador Hotel. JUDY ROYER
stated she did not notice anything unusual about his behavior and
she stated she did not notice if he had anything in his hands or
if he carried anything. JUDY ROYER further stated that she did
not see anhyone with him and he appeared to be alone. JUDY ROYER
stated that she told him she was sorry but that he could not re-
main in that area because it was reserved for members of Senator
KENNEDY's campaign staff and members of the press only. JUDY ROYER
stated that after she told SIRHAN BISHARA SIRHAN this and asked
him if he would mind leaving he turned and entered the Embassy
Room. JUDY ROYER stated that SIRHAN SIRHAN was wearing a light
blue Jjacket or sweatshirt type jacket and light blue trousers.
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JUDY ROYER statéed that ‘the is positive SIRHAN SIRHAN is the same
man she saw ROOSEVELT+GRIER holding in the passage way and that
in addition STRHAN BISHARA SIRHAN is the same individual she had
seen approximately onewor twdo hours before Senator KENNEDY made
his speech, stdnding ‘in the passSage way behind the Embassy Room,

JUDY ROYER stzted that the reason she is so positive
is because her first thought when she saw ROOSEVELT GRIER hold-
ing SIRHAN SIRHAN was that-sShe +had seen this man in the passage
way behind the stage of the Enibassy Room previously and had asked
him to leave.
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ANNIE GANI, 237 South Palm Drive, Beverly Hills,
California (telephone 274-9795), advised that .cshe is presently
employed at the Letters and iddence Departnent at the University
of California at Los Angeles (UCLA), telephone number 478-9711,
extension 3561. She also advised that she is part-time employee °
in the office of Congresesman REESE.

GANI advised that she has worked as a part-time employee
at the KENNEDY Campaign Headguarters, 55615 Wilshire Boulevard,
Los Angeles, during the Democratic primary campaéign. She stated
that in the past she has taken photographs in Campalgn Headquartens
on Wilshire Boulevard. She stated that she gave these photographs
to college studeénts who had worked at Campaign Headguarters.

GANI advised that she was present at the Ambassador
Hotel on election night, June &4, 1968, when Senator ROBERT F,
KENNEDY was acscsassinated. She noted, however, that she wag in
thé press area when the shooting occurred, and stated that she
wae not a witnese to the events that occurred prior to, during
or after the assassination. GANI related that she had no further
information of value to relate and pointed out that she has made
an attempt to recall any events that occurred prior to the assase-
ination which might now be of value. She noted, however, that she
can recall no pertinent information or events.

GANTI was located and interviewed as a result of contact
with LUCY SALINGER, a press room secretary at KENNEDY Campaign
Headcouarters, Los Angeles, who had advised that she had seen GANTI
take photographs of workers at the campaign headquarters. However,
GANI explained that the photographs were taken at random of student:
with whom she worked, doing volunteer work for the KENNEDY cause.
She advised that she has since given the pictures away to various
students, and noted that the only significance of the photographs i:
the interest of the students who are shown therein.
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CHARLES M, MILINER, JR., 626 Hurstview Avenue,
advised that on June 4, 1868, he accompanied a friend,
RUSSELL WEAVER to the San Gabriel Valley Gun Club, Duarte,
California for the purpose of target shooting with his
pistol. MILLNER stated he could not recall exactly tuwhen
they arrived or left the range, but estimated that it was
possibly between 10:00 a.m. and 12 noon. However, he recalled
that they were at the range for approximately 45 minutes
moYe or less.

The range is divided into two parts, a pistol
range and a rifle range. MILILNER and WEAVER were on the
pistol range all of the time. They were firing in the
position farthest to the east of the pistol range and as he
recalled, the position wae in the higher numbers.

When they arrived, there was only one other in-
dividual on the pistol range e was a white male shooting in
the farthest position to the west end of the pistol range.
MILINER was unable to furnish any additional description of
this person and did not believe that he would recognize nim
gshould he see him again.

MILLNER was displayed photographs of SIRHAN SIRHAN
and MILLNER stated he recognized the photographs as being the
person identified in the newspapers as SIRHAN SIRHAN but was
not able to state whether or not this person was identical
with the individual firing on the west end of the pistol range

MILINER stated that RUSSELL WEAVER talked with this
person firing at the west end of the pistol range one or two
times and might be able to furnish additional information con-
cerning him. '

MITLLNER stated he was unable to recall any female
persons at the range while he was there.

After he and WEAVER had been there for a while,
he recalled two other white male persons coming to the pistol
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and was unable to furnish any further description of them.

MILLNER's next door neighbor, JESSE CARDONA, was
also at the range when they arrived. He was delivering mail
on his regular route and could be contacted through the Duarte
Post Office.

MILLNER stated he is currently enrolled as a graduate
student at the University of New Mexico, Albuquerque, New Mexi-
co. He 1is leaving for school tonight and can be contacted there
in the future if necessary.
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SHARIF BISHARA SIRHAN, currently at 1398 North
Chester Street, Pasadena, California, phone number 797-0788,
after being advised as to the identity of the interviewing
agents, stated that he considers his permanent residence to
be 696 East Howard Street, Pasadena, California, phone number
Sycamore 8-2136. He is employed as a machinist at ITT
Cannon Electric, 3208 Humboldt Avenue, Los Angeles,
California. He stated that he works the night shift; and
when working unusually late, rather than staying at his
regular residence he stays at the Metropole Hotel, Los Angeles,
California.

SHARIF is described as a male of Palestinian
descent, born July 6, 1933, in Jerusalem. He is 5'3" tall,
110 pounds, black hair, brown eyes, olive complexion.

He attended two years college in Jerusalem before coming
to the Utiited States in 1960 with his brother, SAIDALLAH.

SHARIF's parents and other brothers and sisters
came to the United States in 1957.

SHARIF has not been in the military service and
has not become a citizen of the United States.

SHARIF gave as a previous residence 1647 North
Lake Street, Pasadena, California, from 1960 to 1963.

SHARIF believes he last saw his brother, SIRHAN
BISHARA SIRHAN, in the evening of Sunday, June 2, 1968, at
the family residence at 696 East Howard Street, Pasadena,
California. SHARIF stated that a strained relationship
has existed betweenhim and SIRHAN since SIRHAN's fall from
a horse on September 25, 1966. Since that incident, SIRHAN
seems to have withdrawn from the rest of his family. Prior
to the fall, SIRHAN's relationship with his mother and brothers
and sisters was considered normal by SHARIF; however, subsequent
to the accident SIRHAN became a loner and conversed very

I
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little with his family, least of all SHARIF, to the extent
that he became temperamentdl stubborn, and independent.

To SHARIF's knowledge, SIRHAN had no female
acquaintances and-associated with only one individual, that
being BOBBY (ILNU), who works for RX Delivery Service on
Green Street in Pasadena, and is described as a white male
American, age approximately 35 and wearsa hearing aid.
BOBBY (INU) was not a close friend of SIRHAN's but just
an acquaintance of the family.

SIRHAN never expressed any political ideals or
feelings about politics or individuals. To SHARIF's knowledge,
SIRHAN did not belong to any organizations, religious, political
or otherwise.

Prior to his accident, SIRHAN occasiondlly ‘dttended
services at the First Baptist Church in Pasadena, however, not
as regular as the rest of the family. After the accident,
SIRHAN infrequently attended St. Nicholas Orthodox Church.

SHARIF was unaware of SIRHAN owning a gun of
any kind or having any training in the use of firearms.

SIRHAN graduated from John Muir High School in
Pasadena and attended two years of college at Pasadena City
College. SIRHAN received good grades, was considered
intelligent by SHARIF and could speak several languages
including English, Arabic, German, Spanish and possibly
Russian. :

Prior to SIRHAN's accident, he wag employed as a
horse exercise boy in Corona, California, and during that
time had expressed a desire to become a United States citizen.
SIRHAN also worked for three or four months at the Health
Fodd Store on North Lake Avenue, Pasadena, California.

SHARIF advised that he was not aware of SIRHAN
being away from home for an extended period during the week
of May 26 through June 1, 1968. -
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SHARIF advised that his father currently lives in
Palestine, which is presently under the control of Israel.

SIRHAN never expressedto SHARIF any desire to return to the
Mid East.
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Date 6/20/68

Mrs. OLGA SEKULIC was shown a number of photographs
taken by various news media at the Ambassador Hotel on the
night Senator ROBERT F. KENNEDY was shot. She stated that
she was unable to see herself in any of these photographs nor
was she able to see the Arabic looking man whonm she described
in a previous interview with the FBI.
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Mrs. ALLEN LUSSIER, 1308 North Mentor, furnished
the following information:

She has lived at above address for one year. She
could furnish no information regarding the 1321 North Mentor
Avenue address which had been converted into a parking lot by
the City of Pasadena.
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Miss ESTHER J. LOWE, 1303 North Mentor Avenue,
fu?nished the following information:

She has resided at 1303 North Mentor Avenue sinee
June 10, 1963. The address 1321 North Mentor Avenue has been
a vacant lot and a parking lot since she moved into the
residence at the above address. To her knowledge, she has
never seen SIRHAN BISHARA SIRHAN.
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pate . 6/18/68 ..

Mrs. HAROLD COFFIN, 1320 North Mentor Avenue,
furnished the following information:

She has lived at above address since July 1958.
She believes the house at 1321 North Mentor Avenue, Pasadena,
California, was torn down in 1958. She recalls none of the
tenants that resided at the 1321 North Mentor Avenue address.
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Mr DON PAUL STAFFORD, 960 East Washington Boulevard,
furnished the following information:

He operates the Johnson Motors Service at above
address. He has kpoown the SIRHAN family since they first
came here from Jordan, and mo.ed into their first home at
1321 North Mentor Avenue, Pasadena, California, which has
since been torn down and is now operated as a parking lot
by the City of Pasadena. He believes the SIRHANs arrived
in Pasadena in 1957 or 1S58. The father, whose name he
does not recall, only stayed here for about three months
and then returned to Jordan. He believes the father was
not in favor of coming to this country to begin with and
did not like it here.

He stated the children of the SIRHAN family spoke
very good English, which he considered surprising. SIRHAN
SIRHAN was about 12 or 13 years old. He stated that SIRHAN
SIRHAN had a brother named MUNIR, who had a nickname of
"Manure;" another brother who was an assistant to a carpenter;
and a sister who was about fifteen at the time. He advised
that SIRHAN SIRHAN would come across the street to the service
station he operated and visit with him. He stated that SIRHAN
had no bitterness at all towards anyone or anything. SIRHAN
SIRHAN was interested in becoming a mineralogist or a geologist.
SIRHAN SIRHAN was always by himself; was not interested in
politics; expressed no discontent with this country; and was
'just happy to be here" in this country. '

He stated the SIRHANs moved to Lexington Street in
Pasadena after the city purchased the house and lpt for a
parking lot. SIRHAN attended the John Muir High School in
Pasadena. He stated that after the SIRHANs moved to Lexington
Street, a fourth brother appeared. He did not know his name.
The SIRHANs were not an ideal family. The mother had no control
over the children.
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Mrs. OLGA SEKULIC, 3462 Broadway, Huntington Park,
California, furnished the following information:

She advised she is an American citizen but has spent
a number of years living in Toronto, Canada. She campaigned
for JOHN F. KENNEDY in Boston, Massachusetts when JOHN F. KENNEDY
ran for the presidency in 1960.

On the evening of June 4, 1968 she went to the Am-
bassador Hotel in Los Angeles, California to see Senator ROBERT
F. KENNEDY give his speech at the hotel. She arrived at the
hotel at about 11:30 p.m. and she immediately went to the Fmbassy
Room where the senator was scheduled to deliver his speech.
While giving his gpeech she noticed an Arabic looking man,
walking through the crowd assembled in the Embassy Room. She
described this individual as a man in his late 20's, 5'8",
dark eurly hair, dark eyes, dark complexion, medium build and
wearing a white shirt, black pants and coat. This man did not
have any campaign buttons on or literature on his person.

When asked how she knew this individual was of Arabic
nationality, she replied that she could tell a person's nation-
ality by his hair and facial features. She volunteered that she
speaks French, English, Hebrew, Russian, Serbo - Cerotian fluent-
1y and therefore knows an individual's nationality when she first
meets the individual. She did not observe this man talking to
anyone else in the crowd and commented that he did not seem to
fit with the crowd in the Embassy Room because of his dress. After
Senator KENNEDY finished his speech he left the podium. She
stated that she observed this man follow the crowd towards the
door through which Senator KENNEDY made his exit.

Approximately ten minutes after the shooting of Senator
KENNEDY this same man bumped into her as they were both leaving
the Embassy Room and he made the remark, 'Let me go, I've got
to go". She did not see where this man went after he bumped
into her. She stated she would be able to recognize this individ-
ual if she were to see him again. She did not see SIRHAN STRHAN
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in the Embassy Room either prior to or after the shooting of
Senator ROBERT F. KENNEDY,
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Date 6/18/68

Mr . HENRIE VARTANIAN, 1312 North Lake Avenue,
furnished the following information:

He is the owner of Henrie'!s Toys, a toy store at the
above location.  He has known SIRHAN B., SIRHAN and MUNIR
SIRHAN since about 1958 on a limited basis. He stated that he
knows MUNIR. SIRHAN better than SIRHAN SIRHAN, and that MUNIR
had a nickname of "Sunshine." He knew SIRHAN SIRHAN very
casually. He stated that the SIRHANs lived in the house on
the lot immediately to the rear of his store on Mentor Avenue,
when they first came from Jordan. He believes that SIRHAN
lived there until the house was torn down in 1960 or 1961. He
stated that SIRHAN was very polite and never caused any trouble
to his knowledge. He never heard SIRHAN or MUNIR! speak of
politics. He could furnish no other information.
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Mr. T.E. DORAN, Salesman, King Robey Company,
Realtors, 1300 North Lake Avenue, furnished the following
information:

He first met SIRHAN B. SIRHAN in approximately 1960,
when he was trying to sell SIRHAN's mother, MARY SIRHAN, a
house. To the best of his knowledge, the SIRHAN family was
living in a house Jjust north of Elizabeth Street on Lake
Avenue in Pasadens, California, which is a few blocks north
of the King Robey Company. He stated their home was located
on the west side of Lake Avenue, about three or four houses *
north of Elizabeth Street. Mr. DORAN stated that King Robey §
Company is located one lot due west and one lot south of 1321
North Mentor Avenue. He stated the lot had been a parking
lot owned by the City of Pasadena for several years.

In dealing with MARY SIRHAN, he learned that she had
an account with Pomona PFederal Savings in Pasadens. SIRHAN
was about 15 years old at this time and although Mr. DORAN
talked with SIRHAN several times, he never heard SIRHAN speak
of politics or bitterness against this country. He (DORAN)
stated that SIRHAN had a sister, AIDA SIRHAN, now deceased, who
married a candy maker in Palm Springs, Californis. He believes
that SIRHAN attended Longfellow Elementary School in Pasadena.

He stated that when he first tried to sell the SIRHANs
a house that they stated to him in general terms that they did
not want to be around Negroes. He considers SIRHAN at that
time to have been emotiohelly stabie and a normal boy. Mr. DORAN
advised that MARY SIRHAN told him one time that the boys would
work, but that they did not want to contribute to the upkeep
of the family. He advised he could furnish no other information.
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Mr. KING ROBEY, King Robey Company,; Realtors, 1300
North Lake Avenue, furnished the following information:

He did not know SIRHAN SIRHAN personally. He stated
that a bank purchased the old house at 1321 North Mentor Avenue,
Pasadena, California, and tore the house down in 1960 or 1961.
He stated the City of Pasadena purchased the lot and made a
parking lot out of it. He could furnish no other information.
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Mrs. HETEN ‘GARBEN, Assistant Librarian, Santa
Catalina Branch, Pasadena Public Librery, 993 East Washington
Boulevard, advised that she has known SIRHAN SIRHAN as @
patron of this library since about 1963. She noted that in
1363, he was attending Pasadena City College and would stop
by after classes to study. She also noted that after a
period of time, he became interested in reading the various
newspapers and periodicals kept at the library. SIRHAN
impressed her as 8 very quiet, courteous yowmg man who
was tryinz to learn something through reading. Occasionslly,
he would check out a book but on most occasions, he would
read about current events in the periodicals. She did not
know what newspapers or periodicsls or books he did read.
She knew.absolutely nothing obJeciionable about SIRHAN, She
pointed out that she never saw SIRHAN outside of the library.
She also stated that SIRHAN also had one or two brothers
who would come into the library, but she did not become
acqualnted with them and did not know their names., She
could not recall anything specific that he might have said
to her except he once told her that he came from Jordan.
Mrg. GARBEN stated that she was horrified when she heard
SIRHAN SIRHAN was accused of assassinating Senator ROBERT F,
KENNEDY, She said that this was hard to believe because he
impressed her 3s being such a nice young man. She also
recalled that possibly btwo years ago she introduced SIRHAN
SIRHAN to 8 Jordanian librarian who was in this country
studying our methods of operating a library. She stated
that she did not recall the name of this individual. SIRHAN
SIRHAN and this person talked only briefly, and she never
saw ~them together again. She stated that she could not
recall ever seeing SIRHAN talking to any other patrons.

Mrs. GARBEN furnished the following items:

Mrs. GARBEN stated that at this time she could not
recall any other information concerning SIRHAN SIRHAN. However,
she pointed oub that JOSEPHINE CUNNINGHAM, who is slso an
assistant librarian at this location, also knew SIRHAN SIRHAN.

Reverend WARNIE T, TIPPETT, 1130 Daverie Drive,
was contacted at the First Church of the Nazarene, 2495 East ,
Mountain Pass, where he is pastor., Reverend TIPPETT advised /
that he had heard rumors from unrecalled individuals that he
had been in touch with SIRHAN SIRHAN and his family possibly
nine years ago. He stated that he did not know how this
story had gotten started, but that it was totally untrue.
He said that he has only been pastor of this church for the
past two years and prior to that time he had resided in
the State of Idaho. However, he stated that he had checked
into this matter of SIRHAN's being connected with the First
Church of the Nazarene and found out the following:

Possibly nine or ten years ago, Mr, HALDON LILLENAS
(who has been deceased five or six years) had traveled
to Jordan and had helped SIRHAN SIRHAN's father transport
his family to the United States. He stated that after they
arrived in Pasadena, California, about nine years ago,
they attended this church forrabout four Sundays, and then
they transferred to another church., The only other
information he could furnish was that he had heard SIRHAN
SIRHAN's father had a quick temper.

Reverend TIPPETT advised that the above information
is all he could furnish concerning this matter.

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JOSEPHINE CUNNINGHAM, Assistant Iibrarian,
Santa Catalina Branch, Pasadena Public Library, 999 East
Washington Boulevard, advised that she became acquainted
with SIRHAN SIRHAN while he was attending Pasadena
City College. She stated that she belleved this was in
1963. SIRHAN impressed -Her as a very nice, courteous young
man and she knew absoluteély nothing derogatory concerning
his character. She noted that she knew none of his associates.

She advised that at.first SIRHAN SIRHAN came in
to study his homework, but later he became interested in
the newspapers and periodicals and spent a great deal of time
reading them. Also, on occasion, he wouldcheck out a book
from the library.'. She could not recall what kind of books,
newspapers or. periddicals SIRHAN SIRHAN read. She recalled
that several months ago he tame %o the library and informed
her that he had been injured while training a horse. SIRHAN
SIRHAN never discussed with her any of his political ldeas,
nor "did he ever mention %o her anything concerning Senator
ROBERT F. KENNEDY, the Israeli - Arab June 1967 War, or any
other current events. She stated that she was at a loss
6o explain why he reportedly assassinated Senator KENNEDY .
She could furnish no other pertinent information concerning
this matter.

ANTONIO ROSAS, Diswasher, Ambassador Hotel, 3400
Wilshire Boulevard, Los Angeles, California, resides at 843
Meriposa Street, Apartment 3, Los Angeles, California, advised
that on the evening Senator ROBERT F. KENNEDY was killed he was
working in the kitchen and only became aware of the incident
due to the commotion. He was not in the area of the shooting
prior to,or aftex, the death of Senator KENNEDY and he was unable
to furnish any details of value concerning individuals in the
area where the incident occurred. ROSAS advised that he has
never seen SIRHAN BISHARA SIRHAN around the hotel and is sure
he was never an employee.

She indicated to the men that she did not
know where Senator KENNEDY was staying in the hotel and
she told the men that they had no business in the area as
it was the private property of the hotel.

JULIO (Last Name Unknown)(INU), who is the Houseman
at the hotel, walked into the area at this time, She told
JULIO to take the men to security and the men left the Linen
Room following JULIO, A short while later, JULIO returned
and stated that he had escorted the men down the steps, to
the basement area, to the guard located at the time clock
area. JULIO stated the men had asked him for a white
walterts jacket so that they could go see Senator KENNEDY.

After talking with JULIO, VENABLES telephoned
HANS KORTHOFF, who is the Night Manager of the hotel, and
she told him of the incident. KORTHOFF replied that the
lobby was full of hippies and they were taking over the
place.

those on SIRHAN, She did not recall the man speaking with
any accent and, to her knowledge, only JULIO and herself
observed these men.

KENNEDY had been shot and she again mentioned to KORTHOFF
the fact that the two men had been in her Linen Room on
June 3, 1968, KORTHOFF asked her if she had reported this

to the police but she informed him that she had only reported
the incident to him.

RAFIDI advised that he has met SIRHAN BISHARA
SIRHAN twice. He stated that he met SIRHAN initially in
the year 1958 at an annual Arabic community picnic that was
held at an unknown location in Los Angeles, California.
He stated that it is the policy of the participants at this
annual picnic to introduce themselves, and he recalls that
the mother of SIRHAN introduced herself and her sons at this
affair. He stated that SIRHAN was approximately fourteen
years of age at this time. He stated that he particularly
recalls this family inasmuch as one of the members of the
Tamily, ADEL SIRHAN, entertained at the picnic by playing
a guitar.

He recalled that later he had noted that ADEL
SIRHAN was an entertainer at The Fez, 1503 North Vermont
Avenue, Los Angeles, California, which is an Arabic
restaurant. He stated that prior to getting married, he
spent frequent evenings at The Fez and developed a limited
acquaintance with ADEL SIRHAN,

He stated that he next saw SIRHAN BISHARA SIRHAN
at the anpual Arabic picnic that was held in 1966 at a park
located in the vicinity of Budlong Avenue and 153rd Street
in Gardena, California. , >

He stated that on neither of these occasions did
he carry on a conversation with SIRHAN.

He stated that he has not been to The Fez for
approximately two years and does not know if ADEL SIRHAN
is currently employed at that restaurant.

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RAFIDI stated that he has never heard any member
of SIRHAN's family express any political opinion, either
concerning the United States or their home land of Jordan.

furnish an address or location for this association. KHAN
further advised that he is a native of Afghanistan and was
bora at Kabul.

KHAN was showa a picture of SIRHAN SIRHAN takea by
the Los Angeles Police Department on June 5, 1968, and he
stated this picture vaguely resembled the individual he knew
as SIRHAN. KHAN advised he met and talked with an iadividual
knowa ¥o0 him as SIRHAN SIRHAN in the late Fall of 1966 and
early Spring of 1967 at a residence rented by OMAR RAMZI,

JOHNSON arrived at the Ambassador Hotel, 3400 Wilshire
Boulevard, Los Angeles, Celifornia, 8 PM, on June 4, 1968.
JOHNSON met 4wo personel friends and escorted them to the .
Embassy Room in the Ambassador Hotel. At 8:30-8:45 PM, JOHNSON
went to the 'suite of rooms occupied by Senator ROBERT F. KENNEDY
and his staff which were located on the fifth floor of the hotel.
Upor: arrival at the suite, he spoke with BILL BARRY, Senator
KENNEDY 's bodygusrd . JOHNSON asked BARRY when the Senator was
going downstaills to make a speech, but BARRY could not supply
this information at that time. JOHNSON told BARRY to let him
know when the Senator planned to leave. JOHNSON waited in the
KENNEDY suite and spoke with Mrs. ETHEL KENNEDY and other friends.

At approximately 11 PM, Senator KENNEDY went to the-
fourth floor of the hotel and was interviewed on television.

- Immediately thereafter he returned to the fifth floor and was
interviewed in a television studio which was set up on that
floor JOHNSON accompanied KENNEDY during the interview.

. Senator KENNEDY returned to his suite approximately at.11:20 PM
and at that time JOHNSON left the group and visited with his
friends in the Embessy Room.

JOHNSON explained that entry into the Embessy Room was
restricted to people who had passes. He recalled that the
"press" had green passes and that the KENNEDY staff and possibly
campaign workers were issued red passes. There also may have
been other colored passes in use. Security guards were stationed
at the main entrance to the Embassy Room. He recalls that there
was an entrance to this room on the south side which was being

used by the major television networks. There were no guards
on this door.

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. After completing his visit in the Embassy Room, JOHNSON
returned to the fifth floor at 11:40-11:45 PM, and asked BILL ‘
BARRY when the Senator would go downstairs. Since BARRY did not
know the time of departure, JOHNSON joined the other guests in

the KENNEDY suite.

At midnight or shortly afterwards the KENNEDY party.
consisting of approximately 30 people began to leave the suite.
The group included Senator KENNEDY, ETHEL KENNEDY, JESSE UNRUH,
"PUCK" (complete name unknown), ROOSEVELT GRIER, Mr. {FNU) WILSON.-
of CBS, "STAN" (LNU) of Look Magazine, and BILL EPPRIDGEﬁ(phOnetic}
of 1ife Magazine.

Senator KENNEDY left his suite in the company of
BARRY and JOHNSON. The group walked down the hallway to the
right from the Senator's room and turned in the first corridor
to the right. They waited for an elevator, however, when it
arvived it was occupied by other passengers. Senator KENNEDY
got onto the elevator and then immediately got off since he
realized that there was not sufficient space to accommodate his
party. The KENNEDY party then moved to another elevator on the
same floor and Senator KENNEDY also got on it and left this
elevator for the same reason as stated above. Thereafter the
KENNEDY party went around the corner and turned left and were
proceeding in the direction of the freight elevator. JOHNSON
recalls that the elevator operator who was wearing an unrecalled
uniforin was standing near the elevator door. He is not certain
who. decided to take this elevator, however, he did not think
that it was strange that a freight elevator would be used since
most of the people in the KENNEDY party had used this elevator
previously. JOHNSON could not furnish any description of the
elevator operator other than to say he was not a Negro male.
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When the party entered the elevator, JOHNSON recalls
seeing Senator KENNEDY, ETHEL KENNEDY, JESSE UNRUH, BILL BARRY
and ROOSEVELT GRIER. He does not know who instructed the elevator
operator to take them to a specific floor. When the elevator
stopped and the doors opened JOHNSON observed that they were in
the kitchen or serving area of the hotel and he presumed that it
was the same floor where Senator KENNEDY was to make his speech.

JOHNSON does not remember who was off the elevator
first, but it may have been the men from Life and Look Magazines..
BARRY was leading Senetor KENNEDY. JOHNSON was following
nehind the Senator and ROOSEVELT GRIER with Mrs. KENNEDY was
behind him. After leaving the elevator Senator KENNEDY stopped
when a man dressed in a white uniform,presumably a kitchen
worker ,reached across the table to shake his hand. JOHNSON
moved toward this individual and raised his arm to keep him
away.

Senator KENNEDY then moved approximately 15 feet
ahead and shook hands with a white female who was dressed in a
white uniform. The Senator then moved ahead five feet and
greeted another male kitchen worker. The Senator may have also
shaken hands with a fourth kitchen employee. JOHNSON is unable
to recognize any of the men who shook hands with Senator KENNEDY
but said he could recognize the woman employee.

When Senator KENNEDY finished shaking hands with the
kitchen employees, BARRY led him to the Embassy Room. The hallway
or corridor which the group was walking through was very crowded
with television cameras, KENNEDY workers and KENNEDY staff nembers.
The Senator was walking ahead of the group with BARRY. JOHNSON
and Mr. and Mrs. GEORGE PLIMPTON became separated from the
Senator because some member of a CBS camera crew was pulling a
cable in the corridor and blocked their passage for a few moments.
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
