In visible practice, however, the current land
program allows the large landowners to pexr-
petuate their exploitation, Peasant protest
in the Zanjan area led to the sacking of three
villages, the arrest en rasse of the total male
population and their exile to remote prisons,
On April 16, 1964, the New York Times gave an
account (repo‘rt of Jay Walz) which is instructive,
" Sixteen percent of the villages have been dis-
tributed in the manner described above.
