Anbulance Unit G-18, driver Robexrt Hulsman and attendant Max
Alma Behrmann, was dispatched from Central Receivinglﬂospital
at 12:18 a.m., and arrived at the hotel at 12:23 a.m.; covering
the distance of 2.2 miles in five minutes. At the hotgl!they
wexe directed to the second f£loor aqd told that Senatox Kennedy
héd been shot. Behrxmann was unable to oben his first-aid kit
becauge éhé crowd was jammed arouné Kgnnedy. Kennedy was
placead on a stretchexr By the ambulance crew and by Dr. Abo.

The stretcher was wheeled from Ehe'kitchen accompanied by Mrs.
Kennedy and Bill Barry. The scene at the ambulanée was -chaotic
as;individuals attempted to board the ambulance. People were
crowded around the ambulance, and Hulsman left the cab on two '
occasions to relock the dooxs which were being opened by the

crowd.

Bill Barry, Waxren Rogers, and Hulsman the drivex, were in the
cab. In the rear of the ambulance aécompanying the Senator

wexe Mrs.lKennedy, attendant Max Behrmann, Fred Dutton, and

Mrxs. Stephen Smith. Beﬁrmann began asking Mrs. Kennedy guestions

for notations in his medical book. Mrs. Kennedy grabbed the

_book out of his hands and thrxew it out the ambulance doors. The

The Senator began gasping, and Behrmann administered oxygen.

Treatment at Centxal Receiving Hospital

'Priox to the arxrxival of the ambulance, the staff at Central
Receiving Hospital had been- alerted by Bette Epy, nurse=in-
charge. She instxucted the staff to have emexgency room two
prepaxed since it contained the necessary equipment, rxapid
accessibility and greater privacy. Dr. Faustin Bazilauskas,
staff surgeon, met the ambulance and Kennedy was taken to room
two and placed on a treatment table. Dr. Bazilauskas applied

a stethoscope to his chest. and begah ranual external cardiac
nassage. At this time Kennedy's condition was diagnosed as:

a comatose, weak thready pulse, in extremis; blood pressure
zero over zexo, heartbeat almost imperxceptible, bullet wound
right mastoid arxea with swelling, and in shock. His skin color
was good, blcod was coming from his right ear and his eyes wexce
_ open, staring, dry and lusterless. The pupils were not dilated

oxr reacting. The breathing was accompanied by guxgling sounds.
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Nurse' Eby suctioned'thegpha;ynx.‘ Nuxse Marxgaret Lightsey
assisted Eby in attaching the heart-lung resuscitator hachine
to the Senatox. Nurse Kathryn Tolbert'hanaed an airxway to Dx.
Bazilauskas who inserted it into the patient's pouth to
facilitate breathing. The résuscitator nrask was placed ovex
his face, and the dials werxe turned éo the propex adjustments
as the heart-lung méchine began functioning. Kennedy began

breathing on his own. His breath sounds were good, and his

radial pulse became strongex. Dx. Bazilauskas ascertained

that the ﬁatient had a good heartbeat and offered Mxs. Kennedy
the stethoscope to enable her to~hear her husband's heartbeat
as a reassuring measure. The xesuscitator was removed, and

the patient was administerxred continuous oxygen.

" Dr. Albert Holt, also of the Receiving Hospital staff, entered

and made a cursory examination.— ﬁe found two bullet wouqu in
Kennedy, one in the right shouldexr region and one in the right_
méstoia area. It was Dr. Holt‘s\bpinion that Kennedy required
brain surgery immediately. Mr;. Kenneéy asked for the best
surgeon possible, and Holt réquested that Dr. Henxy Cueno .be
notified'and briefed on the Senator's condition; and, that the
staff at Good Samaxitan Hospital be advised of %he transfex
and pending operation. Previously it was Dr. Holt's belief
tﬁat the bullet in the right éhoulder.had traversed into the
chest xegion. For this reason he further advised thé‘§£aff to

notify Dr. Bert W. Meyer, a thoracic surgeon. Blood samples

were withdrawn from Kennedy's left arm and txansported to the

‘Good Samaxritan Hospital Laboratory by a Los Angeles Police

Patrol Unit for type and crossmatch.
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A plastic angiocath was insexted into Kennedy's left ceéhalic
vein, aﬁd a solution of serum albumen and six percent Dextran was
started. Xennedy was now out of shock, still. comatose, and had
hyper-xeactive reflexes. Thexe wexe no eyelid reflex ox

éorneal reflexes. Dx; Bazilauskas had ordered adrenalin injected
éirectly into the heart while the heart-lung machine was being
installied, Upon liétening to the Senator's chest and hearing
good heart sounds, he latexr instructed the adrenalin to be

given subcutaneously. This was done by Nurse Reba Nelson who
made the injection in the left shouldex. Assisting in the
supportive thexapy of the Senator and the other five victim;,

who arrxived after Kennedy, were Nurses Nora Plehn, Alice Mejia,

Mrs. Kennedy was standiné nebrby and was asked by Nursc Eby 1if
she would like a priest called. :Mrs. Kennedy replied in the
affirmative, and a request w;s xelayed to the hospital switch-
boaxd. Meanwhile, Mrs. Kennedy walked into the hallway and
returned with Reverend James w: Mundell, a laicized priest. He
administcrxed absolution to Senator Kénnedy. As Reverend
Mundell was leaving the emeréency room, Reverend Thomas Peacha

arrived and administered last rites and annointed Senatox Xennedy

Kennedy Transferred to Good Samaritan Hospital

AmBulance Unit G416; driver Gilbert Van Ness and attendant
Axrlyn Nine, entexed and prepared to transfex Kennedy from the
treatment table to a stretcher. Dx. let accompanicd Kennedy
and caxrxied the "piggy back" intravenous bottles. Kennedy was
placed in the ambulance and transfexred to Good Samafitan
Hbspital at 22:45 a.m., arriving at 12:48 a.m. Also accom~
panying the Scnator were Mrs. Kennedy, Mrs. Jean Smith,
William Barxy and Warren Rogexs., The ambulance was met by
br. Robert Mendez, Dx. Roland Navarro and Dx. Paul Ironside.
Kennedy was immediately taken to the intensive care ward.,

He was still unconscious andwunreSponsive with a strong and
regular pulse. He showed evidence éf brain injury with

bloody spinal £luid draining from the right ear.

Jast xites to tﬁe Senator, X-rays wexe taken of the head,
neck, chest, and right shoulder. Thexe was a gunshot wound in
the rxight mastoid and two guhshdt wounds in regibn of the
right armpit within a half dinch of each other.

The X-xrays
showed one bullet had entered the right shoulder and coursed
its.way to the posterioxr lower cexvical region. Disregarding
the relatively harmless bullet in the neck, the surgeons turned
their attention to the bullet in the mastoid. Kennedy was
still unconscious, breathing heavily but at a noFﬁal rate. His
pupils were mildly dilated, fixed and unxesponsive to light.

Blood pressure was dropping from 180/100 at X:10 a.m. to 95/60
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at 2:15 a.m. Whole blood transfusions had been started.
According to all the doctors, the prxognosis before surgexy
was extxemely poor, and they agreed that they wexe dealing

The Operxation

Anesthesia for surgery was started at 2:30 a.m. by Dr. Earl

Ira Maxrce Goldotexn

Ira Goldstein, Continental News Serv;ce reporter, was in the
pantxy and observed Senator Kennedy enter. Goldstein intended
shake hands but he was unable to because Kennedy was moving
too qui.ckly. Goldstein proceeded foux oxr five feet towaxd the
anteroom. He heard what soundeé like balloons breaking. Within
noments he looked down and saw Schrade on the floox. Goldstein
then stépped over Schrade and felt something strike his pants.’
He later discovered that a bullet haad passed‘through his left
pant leg. He then felt a bullet strike him in the area of the
left buttocks. The first bullet that passed through Goldsteln s
pants stxuck the concrete £floor and entered victim Xxwin Stroll's

left leg. Goldstein remained in a chaixr until medical aid

arrived.
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Valdrie Schulte, a “Kennedy.Girl," was sitting on{the floor
next to éoldstéin. She had crawled past Schrade\after beiny
xnocked down. Schulte obsekved Goldstein as he spoké to Ethel
Kennedy . Céldstein asked, "How is thé Senator?" Ethel Xennedy
repliea, “How dare you talk about my‘husband,“'and'then slapped
Goldstein. Goldstein stated, "Listen, lady, X've been éhot
too." Mrs. Kennedy replied, "I sorxy."” Larry Jackson had

obsexved Goldsteih fall to the floor and went to his aid. ‘Ee

picked Goldstein up and assisted him to a chair.

Goldstein received emergency treatment fox a gunshot wound of
the left buttocks axea at Central Receiving Hospital and was
eransferred to Encino Hospital, 16237 Ventura Boulevaxrd, Los

Angeles.

Dr. Eugene Gettleman, the familykphysician, examined Goldstein
at 3 a.n. The patiént‘s condition was good, and there wexe no
signs of shock ;r hemorrhage. The bullet was in the left
buttocks areca and about three inches £rxom the point of entry.
Dr. Max Finkel took X-xays that showed no bone, arterial or
nexve damage: A deformed bullet was removed and marked with
an "X" by Dr. Finkel. Dr. Finkel stated he had éerformed nany
operations on gugshot wounds, and the bulletwobviously was a
.22 caliber. The nurse assisting in the surgexy was Helen

As they xeached the top of the stairxway, Livesey, Strickel and
Nunley, in that oréer, turned to theix left, .ran through éhe
staff dining xoom and into the pantry serving area where they
obsexrved Séhagpr Kehnedy lying on the flooxr.

Jessc Unxvh, still on top of the tabie, kept yelling, “This

- one's going to stand trial., No one's going to kill him."

6ff;c0r White managed to free Sirhan's right arm frxom the grasp
of the crowd. Oﬁfi;er Nunley handed Officex White his handcuffs.
Togethexr they succeeded in handcuffing Sirhan's xight wrist.

As the first five officexs exited the Colonial Room with Sirhan,
they vere jéinéﬁ by Hansen and Jensen. All seven officexs formed
a tight cixcle around Sirxhan and Jesse Unxuh. They proceedeq

at a fast pace eastbound to the lobby, then noxth to the spiral
staixwvay, reachiné the bottom of the stairs. They continued
walk%ng at a fast rate northbound -through -the Casino Level

hallway, then west to the main entrance.

puring the walk through the hallway, the officexs were subjected

The squadzconsistea'of Officers G. ¥. Foster, J. T. Weinbeck,
J. L. Wilson, K. E. Vogl, R. J. Velasquez, C. A. Brewexr and
J. W. Grogan. The'lattexr two were Qlainclothes officers. As
these officers entered the hotél, they observed the numexous
pexsons in the lobby in various erotional states. Some wexe
crying, othexs sgreaming and still others fainting. Newsnen

and their equipment seemed to be everywhere.

Sexgeant Jones, in search of Rooseveli Grier ; forced his way
thxough the hysterical crowd into the kitchen. Upon entexing
the pantry serv;ng area, Jones observed bloody rags "and other
. pieces of poss;ble ev;dentxal value on the floor. He and
several other off;cera tried to protect the scene but were

unable because of “the large surging crowd.

Jones réached the émbassy Ballroom entrance vié“the pantry area
and noticed an address system on the stage. He ﬁade a plea for
all witnesses to reporxt to the poéium. He also assigned three
of the uniformed officcxs to stay nearxr the stage to take names
of witnesses. The remaining thxee officers'were instructed to
clear the crime scéne of all unauthorized persons. Due to the
size of the crowd, these threc officexs were unable to move the
people from the pantry area. They were‘hampered by television

newsnen who refused to leave. Jones radioed the Command Post

for additional help.

Plainclothes Officers A. L. Lamorxcaux and C. W. Zachary reported

to the Command Post. They were instructed to mingle with the
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people inside the hotel and act as an intelligence unit,

Sexgeant Rolon stationed several hotel security officers necarx
the Embassy Ballxoom., He assigned them to assist the officers

at the crime scene.

Hotel security officer William Gardner informed Rolon that he
was detaining several "eye witnesses® for the police. He also

told Rolon that some members of the news nedia were trying to

take these witnesses out of the Embassy Ballroom in order to

obtain an exclusive story.

Rolon located Jesus Perez, who reportedly was shaking hands
with Senator.Kennedy'at the time of the shooting. While walking
Perxez away from the croﬁd, a male, who identifiecd himself as a
reporter for "Time Xncorporxated,® attempted to pull Perez away
from>R§10n. This reporter offered Perez $5,000.00 fof an
exclusive story. Note: Perez was questioned at a later date

regarding this money offer, and he could not recall the incident.

Traffic on the surrounding surface streets came to a standstill
as the sightscers converged on the area. Officer J. F. Hajek

notified Communications Division that Wilshire Boulevard between

He and

his partner, D. H. Wilson, began diverting traffic away from
that location. TFourteen other officexs responding to the

George Ross Clayton, an amateur photographer, informed Officexr
Craig he had taken pictures of the crime scene prior to §nd
aftex the-shootiﬁg. He voluntarily turned the £ilm over to
Craig believing it to b? of evidential value. Cra%g accepted

the f£film and later’boékea’it as evidence.

-Sexgeant Rolon contacted the Command Post via a Handie-talkie

radio and gave Sgt. Sharaga a situation report, Sharaga had
been xeceiving reports from varidus sources étating there was
a major disturbance in the Embassy Ballroom. Rolon informed
hinn that there was "no majo; comnotion, only mass confusion,"
Much of this problem was caused by members of the press

attempting to gather additional facts.

The 'Gold Room, south of the Embassy Foyer, was used towisolate
the witnesses., Rolon utilized the sexvices of Los Aﬁéelés Fixe
Deparxtment personnel, Captain K. W, Held, Captain L. J. Rohm,
Inspector C. Lynchkand A. E. Fishexr to guard the entrances of

the room. They wexe instructed not to allow anyone inside

officexs V. T, Morett and T, B. Robexts arrived at the hotel
and went directly to the lobby area. There they obsexved two

male Negroes involved in an altercation inside the Palm Room.

The officcrs stopped the quarrxel and instructed them to leave.

Both combatants left without further incident. The two oﬁfi-‘
cexs then advised the bartender to stop sexving drinks and to
close the bar imrediately. They also asked evexy pexrson who

was not an employeé'of the bax to leave. The patrons complied

without incident.
