I then went to the entrance of the
Embqssy room where I located Dr. Ross Miller & Dr. Parrott & then went
into the press room & proceeded into the pantry. As I entered the pantry
with Dx. Mlller Jesse Unruh passed me with the police & the susp. I
heard Mr. Uanrxruh say "Do you know what you've done?" The susp. :eplleo,
"I did it for my country. I can explain everything." I then went into
the kitchen & saw Schrade on the floor. He had his head on a hat. The
man that had been shot in the stomach was lying on the floor. Mrs. Evans
was lying against the wall neaxr the Anteroom door, the north side of the
pantry. I think that Senator Kennedy had been taken out as I did not
see him on the floor.
