SIRUAN said he got on the Frecway from Hill St. and at that time had
noticed the two suspect vehicles as they appeared to blow the car horns
at cach other and began changing lanes. At that time, the victin was in
the number thrce lane, but sensing that he was possible being followed
by the two vchicles in question, he changed to the nuwber %wo lane
(Center) in an attempt to allow the yehicles to pass. According to the
victin, the vehicles did not pass, but instead the V.W. Bus fell in
behind the victims car and remained there until they were approximately
5 to % mile from the end of the Freeway.

SIRHAN went on to say that as his vehicle approached the end of the
Pasadena Freeway, (N/O Orange Grove Blvd. overpass) the V.W. Bus pulled
alongside in the number three and the Chevrolet made the same movement in
the number one lane.

on June 5, 1968, 12:10 A.M., Senator Robert F. Kennedy of New York
was shot in the head and the shoulder aftexr delivering a speech at
the Embassy Room, Ambassador Hotel. The suspect, Sirhan Bishaxa
sirhan, was immediately apprehended by members of the Senator's
party and transferxed to the custody of the Los Angeles Police De-
partment. Senator Kennedy died at Good Samaritan Hospital on

June 6, 1968, 1:44 A.M. ' ‘

From the moment of the shooting, the responsibilities of the Los
Angeles Police Department becane three-fold. First, the follow-up
investigation of the crime and security of the prisoner. Secondly,
the supervision of crowd control at the Good Samaritan Hospital,
Ambassadoxr Hotel, and other major points of crowd interest. Thirdly,
security for the remainder of Senator Kennedy's party and othex
dignitaries in the Los Angeles area. L

Additionally, the Department had to greatly expand it's press rela-
tions capabilities to match the influx of news redia to the Los
Angeles area.

SUBJECT: SUMMARY OF EVENTS OF THE DEPARTMENT'S ALERT DURING THE
ASSASSINATYON OF SENATOR ROBERT F. KENNEDY, JUNE 5, 1968,
12:10 A.M. TO JUNE 6, 1968, 2:30 P.M. .

SENATOR ROBERT F. KENNEDY OF NEW YORK SHOT

on June 5, 1968, 12:10 A.M., after delivering a victoxy speech to his
canpaign workers in the Embassy Room, Ambassador Hotek, 3400 Wilshire
Blvd., Senator Kennedy proceeded to his suite through a narrow pass-
ageway in the kitchén arca. In this passageway, Sirhan Bisharxa Sirhan
fired 8 shots at the Senator from an Iver-Johnson blue steel, 2 inch,
g shot, 22 calibexr revolver. Two shots hit the Senator and other
shots wounded five other pexsons in his party. The suspect was inmed-
iately disarmed and captured by members of the Senator's party and
transferred to the custody of the Department. Senator Kennedy was
rushed to Central Receiving Hospital and at 12:45 A.M., he was trans-
fexrred to the Good Samaritan Hospital. The Senator underwent brain
suxgery for 3 hours and 40 minutes, but died in the intensive care
unit on June 6, 1968, l:44 A.M.

FIELD COMMAND POST ESTABLISHED AT THE AMBASSADOR HOTEL

On June 5, 1968, 12:25 A.M., a Field Command Post was -established at
the hotel. Deputy Chief Davis oxdered the dispatching of all response
units to Rampart Station for assignment to the field task force. All
egress routes from the hotel were secured and, aftexr the initial in-
vestigation and interviewing of witnesses, the hotel was cleared of
all persons except registered guests and the news media. The crowd
problem at the hotel was enormous. Thousands of persons were attend-
ing campaign parties, not only for Scnator Kennedy, but forxr Senatorxial
Candidates Allen Cranston and Max Rafferty. All persons, upon learn-
ing of the shooting, surged toward the Embassy Room. Panic was in
evidence everywhere. Assistance to the Department was received frxom
one Sexgeant and 24 Deputies of the Los Angeles Sheriff's Department,
wvho were on duty at the I.B.M. office where Los Angeles County Pri-
mary votes wexe being counted.

CROWD PROBLEMS AT CbNTRAL RECEIVING HOSPITAL AND GOOD SAMARITAN
HOSPITAL

Los Angeles Police Department personnel were immediately rushed to
Central Receiving Hospital to maintain security and to control the
crowd. When the Senator was transferred to Good Samaritan Hospital,
a Field Command Post was established in the lobby of the hotel. A
crowd of 500 pexsons maintained a vigil outside the hospital. Al-
though orderly, the crowd seriously hampered the flow of traffic in
the area. The dispatching of patrxol units depleted Patrol Division

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strength and for several hours, radio calls wexre hacklogged. Metro-
gcolitan Division mobilized, formed 12-houx watches, and naintained a
unit of Y¥~Lieutenant, 3-Sergecants, and 26-policemen at Good Samaritan

at approximately 12:40 P.M. on June 6; 1968, Senator Kennedy's body
vas xemoved from Good Samaritan Hospital and taken by motoxcade to
105 Angeles International Airport for the f£flight to New York. One
thousand persons were at the Hospital at the tine of removal. Secuxr-
jty was the xesponsibility of ‘the Secret Service with assistance from
the Department. A crowd of approximately one thousand persons assen-
pled at Los Angeles Intexnational Airport, and Venice Division estab-
lished a Field Comrand Post, staffed by 40.officers.

COORDINATION OF DIGNITARIES ARRIVING IN 1LOS ANGELES

Immediately after the shootings, members of the Kennedy farily, doc-
tors, and official dignitaries began arriving in Los Angeles. The
pepartment coordinated the transportation of these persons fxom the
airport to Good Samaritan Hospital. Both Los Angeles Police Depart-
zent and Los Angeles Fire Department helicoptors wexe used for this

. purpose. .

TACTICAL ALERT INITIATED AND E.C.C. ACTIVATED

On June 5, 1968, 3:00 A.M., a tactical alert was initiated. This
alext remained in effect until 12:00 P.M. The Emexrgency Control Cen-
ter was activated on June S5, 1968, 1:30 A.M. by the Commander, Business
0ffice Division. The E.C.C. coordinated the assignmnent of personnel
to the field task force. All information regarding the assassination
was imputed to the E.C.C. from where it was relayed to Rampart Detec-
tive Division and Intelligence Division. The E.C.C. was ordered de-
activated by Deputy Chief Gates on June 6, 1968, 2:30 P.M.

EXPANDED DEPARTMENT PRESS RELATIONS POLICY

Upon learning of the assassination, the Public Affairs Division was
alerted and the Department Press Relations officer and the radio and
television liaision officer established a receiving desk .at Parker
Centex. One hundred thirty-five temporary press passes wexe issued
to press representatives from all over the world. Press conferences
wexe also established in the Parker Center Auditorium for the Chief

of Police.

A large volume of incoming phone calls from the news redia was trans-
ferred to the E.C.C. where the E.C.C.answered all ingquiries. Public
inquiries becane so grecat that Communications Division established a
"Police Citizen's Information"™ board, manned by police recruits and
student workers. .
