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SIRHAN BISHARA SIRHAN

CIVIL RIGHTS

At approximately 12:15 a.m., 6/5/68, Senstor ROBERT F.
KENNEDY proclsimed victory in California primary election,
in crowded Embessy Room, Ambassedor Hotel, 3400 Wilshire
Boulevard, Los Angeles. As Senator hENNuDY and party
were leaving Embassy Room through kitchen exit, a series
of shots were fired by en unknown individusl, subsequently
identified as STRHAN BISHARA SIRHAN. Senator KENNEDY
fell backward onto floor, critically wounded with bullet
in brain. SIRHAN wrestled to floor, disarmed, .and turned
ovexr to Los Anvcleu, California, Police Deparument (LAPD).
SIRHAN refused to admit identity to the LAPD, carried no
Wdenulflcatvon and booked as "JOHN DOE" on-chsrge of
ssault to commlt murder. Senator KENNEDY-taken to Los
Ance“es Central Receiving Hospital for emergency treatment,
qnd thereafter trensported to nesrby Hospital of the Good
Samaritan, 1212 Shatto Street, Los Andele Neurosurgeons
operated on Senetor KENNEDY for about four hours to remove
fregmented .22 caliber bullet in right brain area. Senator
KENNEDY. succumbed to brain injuries at 1 Mﬁ,a.m., 6/6/68.
Avtopsy conauctﬂa. Ceuse of death con Death Certificate
shown as “gunshot wound of right mastoid penetrating
orain." On 6/6/68, jet prcvided by the President of the
United States left Los Angeles Internationsl Airport
for New York City, transporting body of Senstor KENNEDY
end some members of family, friends, and steff. Other
victims of shooting by SIRHAN were Mrs. ELIZABETH EVANS,
Saugus Cal’fornia: leg wound end scalp laceration;
IRA COLD TEIN, Encino, Californie, back and leg.wounds;
PAUL HERMAN SCHRADE, Los Angeles, scalp wound; WILLIAM

victims recovering satisfactorily. Room of SIRHAN
BISHARA SIRHAN at 696 East Howard, Pasadena, California,
searched by LAPD after receiving oral consent from
. brother, ADEL SIRHAN. Among items found and seized

. by LAPD were numerous pages of handwriting. ©One page
dated 5/18/68, contained numerous sentences among which
were, "My determination to eliminate RFK is becoming
more the more of an unshakeable obsession.” "RFK must
die - RFK must be killed. Robert F. Kennedy must be
assassinated." DNear the bottom of this page is written :
"Robert F. Kennedy must be assassinated before 5 June 68.n
Other pages contain similer statements. Weapon taken
from SIRHAN at time of shooting is .22 caliber Iver
dohnson pistol, Serial Number H53725. . Pistol contalned

- eight shots and all shots expended. Pistol sold in
Pssedens, California, in 1965 to ALBERT LESLIE HERTZ,
and supseguent ownership traced through severzl owners
to MUNIR SIRHAN, brother of SIRHAN BISHARA SIRHAN. MUNIR
SIRHAN purchased weapon in mid-February 1968, at which
time accompenied by SIRHAN, who loaned him six dollars
toward purchase. LAPD sdvised one bullet removed from
Senator KENNEDY's body definitely fired from this .22
caliber pistol. 1956 .De Soto, registered to SIRHAN,
located by FBI Agents 6/5/68, e few blocks from Ambassador
Hotel. LAPD obtained search warrant and searched vehicle,
locating two lead projectiles on front seat. An empty

~box for .22 caliber bullets found in glove compartment.
Sales receéipt in glove compertment revealed purchase
6/1/68, of four boxes of .22 caliber bullets in San

. Gabriel, California. Los Angeles County Grand Jury,
6/7/68, returned True Bill charging SIRHAN with one
count murder and five counts assault with deadly weaspon
with intent to commit murder. "Arraigned 6/7/68; date
of plea set for 6/28/68.  Judge issued court order
restricting comment by any public official or anyone
connected with caese. SIRHAN confined Los Angeles County
Central Jeil under strict security measures. LAPD has
attempted to interview SIRHAN but he refuses to discuss
shooting. Investigation determined SIRHAN born 3/19/44,
in Jerusalem. Entered U. S. in 1857 with parents and
family. Attended junior high school, high school, and
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junior college in Pasuden9; California, 1957 to 1965.

" Mother .and brothers living 'in Paesadens advise SIRHAN

had no femele associates ond very few male friends.
Has reputation of being "loner" who did not drink or
smoke, always had great ambitions, but continually
failed to reach his goals. -SIRHAN reportedly had
little communication with other members of family and

- read a ‘great deal of books concerning history or

politics. In September 1966, SIRHAN thrown from

horse gnd reporbedly injured head. Received $2,000
settlement from insurance company for this injury.

SIRHAN's mother advised in her opinion he was never

the same person following this fall. GAYMOARD MISTRI,
Pasadena, advised that shortly after 6:00 p.m., 6/4/68,
SIRHAN joined him in local Pasadena restaurant. MISTRI
talked with SIRHAN while SIRHAN ate dinner and then

both walked sevogs street t6 Passdens City C@llede

SIRHAN .deperted between 7:15 p.m. and 7:30 p.m., 6/L/69,
without indicating any definite plens for evening eftver
MISTRI indicated he did not want to play pool that evening.
HUMPHREY CORDERO and ENRIQUE RABAGO advised had conversation
with individual, subsequently identified as SIRHAN, at
epproximately 9:30 p.m., 6/L/68, at. the Ambassador Hotel.
Both of opinion SIRHAN was at Azbassador alone, and no

one appeared to be accompanying him during the ten minutes -

- they talked SIRHAN reportealy made Qerogatory comments

regarding 'rich people" in genersl and Senator KENNEDY

in particuler. SIRHAN told RABAGO that KENNEDY was going
to "buy the Presidency” for personal reasons and referred
to KENNEDY as an "S.0.B." Neither CORDERO nor RABAGO

had further conversation with SIRHAN during the evening
of 6/4/68, end neither had ever seen him before. "STRHAN
repOftedly vocal in support of Arad effort in Arsb-
Israeli-conflict, and anti-Semitic.
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On June &, 1958, Lieutenant C.F. JUGHES, Rampart
Drvision, Los Angeles Police Depavtment (LAPD), furnished
SA EDYARD A. PLEVACK a set of fourteen photographs which had
been made duvring the coroner's autospy of the victim.

The photographs were taken by CIIARLES C6LLIER,
Scientific Investigative Division, Photographic Leboratory,
LASPD. Tnae photographs are numbered in secuence by LAPD and
ave set out on the Following pages (Exhibits 1 - 14):

PAUL WERTLAKE, M.D., Pathologist, Good Samaritan
Hospital, Los Angeles, California, advised that after the
surgery had been performed on Senator ROBERT KENNEDY, he
personally, at approximately 6:30 AM on June 5, 1968, removed
certain specimens from the Surgery Room to the Pathology
Room. Dr. WERTLAKE identified these specimens as bullet
fragments, bone particles and bits of tissue from the skull
of the victim. Some of the bone particles have bullet
fragments adhering to them. The largest bone particle is
a bone flap with a burr hole on one side. This was removed
to> furnish the surgeons an entry into the interior of the
head and to relieve intolerable pressure inside the skull.
The specimens were all turned over to the coroner. Dr. WERTLAKE
advised that a photographer of the Los Angeles Police
Department (LAPD) took photographs of these specimens.-
