EDMOND G. JEANFREAU, Vice President, Specia*y Food
Sales Company, 725 Focis Street, was interviewed at his office
and he advised as follows:

During the early part of June, 1968, JEANFREAU
made a business trip to the West Coast on behalf of his
company. The trip was arranged by Travel Consultants, a
travel agency located at 338 International Trade Mart, 2 Canal

Street, New Orleans, and he was accompanied on the trip by
LEWIS A. PAILET, also an executive of Speciab Food Sales
