RAFER LEWIS JOHNSON, 5470 West Boulevard, Los
Angeles, California, telephone No. 2041270, furnished the
following information to SAs JAMES CAGNASSOLA, JR., and JAMES
W. WOOD of the Federal Bureau of Investigation:

JOHNSON arrived at the Ambassador Hotel, 3400 Wilshire
Boulevard, Los Angeles, Celifornia, 8 PM, on June 4, 1068.
JOHNSON met two personzl friends and escorted them to the
Embassy Room in the Ambassador Hotel. At 8:30-8:45 PM, JOHNSON
went to the suite of rooms occupied by Senator ROBERT F. KENNEDY
and his staff which were located on the fifth floor of the hotel.
Upon arrival at the suite, he spoke with BILL BARRY, Senator
KENNEDY 's bodygisrd . JOHNSON asked BARRY when the Senator was
‘going downstairs to make a speech, but BARRY could not supply
this information at that time. JOHNSON told BARRY to let him
know when the Senator planned to leave. JOHNSON waited in the

KENNEDY suite and spoke with Mrs. ETHEL KENNEDY and other friends.

At approximately 11 PM, Senator KENNEDY went to the
fourth floor of the hotel and was interviewed on -televislon.
Immediately thereafter he returned to the fifth floor and was
interviewsed in a television studio which was set up on that
floor. JOHNSON accompanied KENNEDY during the interview.
Senator KENNEDY returned to his suite approximately at-11:20 PM
and at that time JOHNSON left the group and visited with his
friends in the Embassy Roou.

JOHNSON explained that entry into the Embassy Room was
restricted to people who had passes. He recalled that. the
"press" hasd green passes and that the KENNEDY staff and possibly
campaign workers were issued red passes. There also may have
been other colored passes in use. BSecurity guards were stationed
at the main entrance to the Embassy Room. He recalls that there
was an entrance to this room on the south side which was being
used by the major television networks. There were no guards
on this door.

At midnight or shortly afterwards the KENNEDY party.
consisting of approximately 30 people began to leave the suite.
The group included Senator KENNEDY, ETHEL KENNEDY, JESSE UNRUH,
"TCK" (complete name unknown), ROOSEVELT GRIER, Mr. (FNU) WILSON
of CBS, "STAN" (LNU) of Look Magazine, and BILL EPPRIDGE (phonetic}
of Life Magazine. The party also consisted of other newsmen,
camera men and writers whoseidentity are unknown. )

Senator KENNEDY left his suite in the company of
BARRY and JOHNSON. The group walked down the hallway to the
right from the Senator's room and turned in the first corridor:
to the right. They waited for an elevator, however, when it
arvived it was occupied by other passengers. Senator KENNEDY
got onto the elevator and then immediately got off since he
realized that there was not sufficient space to accommodate his
party. The KENNEDY party then moved to another elevator on the
same floor and Senator KENNEDY also got on it and left this
elevator for the same reason as stated above. Thereafter the
KENNEDY party went around the corner and turned left and were
proceeding in the direction of the freight elevator. JOHNSON
recalls that the elevator operator who was wearing an unrecalled
uniforim was standing near the elevator door. He is not certain
who decided to take this elevator, however, he did not think
that it was strange that a freight elevator would be used since
most of the people in the KENNEDY party had used this elevator
previously. JOHNSON could not furnish any description of the
elevator operator other than to say he was not a Negro male.

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When the party entered the elevator, JOHNSON recalls
seeing Senator KENNEDY, ETHEL KENNEDY, JESSE UNRUH, BILL BARRY
and ROOSEVELT GRIER. He does not know who instructed the elevator
operator to take them to & specific floor. When the elevator
stopped and the doors opened JOHNSON observed that they were in
the kitchen or serving area of the hotel and he presumed that it
was the same floor where Senator KENNEDY was to make his Speech

JOHENSON does not remember who was off the elevator
first, but it may hHave been the men from Life and Look Magazines.
BARRY was leading Senetor KENNEDY. JOHNSON was following
behind the Senator and ROOSEVELT GRIER with Mrs. KENNEDY was
behind him. After leaving the elevator Senator KENNEDY stopped
when a man dressed in a white uniform,presumably a kitchen
worker ,reached across the table to shake his hand. JOHNSON

- moved toward this individual and raised his arm to keep him

away. The Senator reached across JOHNSON's arm and shook hands
with this man. Senator KENNEDY then moved approximately 15 feet
ahead and shook hands with a white female who was dressed 1in a
white uniform. The Senator then moved ahead five feet and
greeted another male kitchen worker. The Senator may have also
shaken hands with a fourth kitchen employee. JOHNSON is unable
to recognize any of the men who shook hands with Senator KENNEDY
but-.said he could recognize the woman employee.

When Senator KENNEDY finished shaking hands with the
kitchen employees, BARRY led him to the Embassy Room. The hallway
or corridor which the group was walking through was very crowded
with television cameras, KENNEDY workers and KENNEDY staff nembers.,
The Senator was walkind ahead of the group with BARRY. JOHNSON
and Mr. and Mrs. GEORGE PLINPTON became separated from the
Senator because some member of a CBS camera crew was pulling a
cable in the corridor and blocked their passage for a few moments.

JOHNSON observed Senator KENNEDY enter the Ewbassy
Room through a door way which was crowded with people. He then
proceeded on to the stage. JOHNSON recalls that the stage was
surrounded by a curtain and that if the stage was viewed from
the center of the ballroom, Senator KeNNEDY would have entered
the right side of the stage. During this time BARRY and JOHNSON
were standing together and he questioned BARRY as- to how the
Senator planned to leave the stage upon the conclusivn. of the
speech. BARRY indicated that the exit would be made the same
way as they previously entered the stage. Shortly before the
end of KENNEDY's speech, BARRY moved towards the Senator. .
Senator KENNEDY turned from the podium and started towards the
side of the stage by which he had previously entered. Senator .
KENNEDY paused for a moment and then turned to the opposite :

‘the Senator continued to the far left of the stage, but did
notice that his direction of travel was slightly towards the
rear.

JOHNSON, in the company of
Mrs. PLIMPTON, walked to the back of the stage (right side)near
the corridor and joined Senator KENNEDY es he walked past. JOHNSON
is unsuare as to why KENNEDY left the stage in a different :

. As Senator KENNEDY walked past JOHNSON, he noticed that
BARRY and unrecalled other individuals were in front of the ] i
Senator. - Between Senator KENNEDY and JOHNSON, who were approrimately
five feet apart,there was a camera man and a sound man, identities
unknown. JOHNSON and Mrs. PLIMPTON continued to follow Senator
KENNEDY through a darkened area and at a point, three or four
feet from sn opened double doorway with a divider in the centerv,
JOHNSON heard a sound wihxch reminded him of a bursting balloon.
A-second or two later, JOHNSON heard a second similar sound and
looking in the direction where he assumed the Senator should have
been, he saw smoke and fragments of paper in the air., The area
in front of JOHNSON was brightly- 1it possibly by camera lights.

After hearing the second noise, JOHNSOW immediately assumed that

As he passed through
the open double doors he saw BARRY hit and push a white male who

observed s wounded man lying on the f¥oor in front of the doorway.
He saw blood on this person's forehead and also thought that he
saw a bullet hole in the top of his head. JOHNSON then observed
Senator KENNEDY 1ying on the floor in the same area. The
Senator was lying on his bhack in en almost flat position but
looked as if he was struggling to get up. His left arm was on
the floor, his right arm moved from a down position beside his
head through an arch and down to his side. JOHNSON saw blood

on the floor beneath the right side of Senator KENNEDY's head.

He also saw blood on the right side of KENNEDY's head below the
ear and extending.down the right cheek and down the right side of
hie chest. Senator KENNEDY looked at JOHNSON and they stared

at each other for a moment.

JOHNSON wes then deciding whether to assist the Senator
or proceed towards BARRY who was attempting to subdue theg:white
male vho JOHNSON assumed had been firing the gun. He approached
thie individual and observed that he was still holding a gun
in his hand. JOHNSON does not recall if the gun was being held
in the right or left hand. Other unrecalled individuals were
trying to seize the weapon and at this time the assailant was
pushed back against a table. JOHNSON 1lunged at the man and
grasped the front part of the gun with hig left hand. ROOSEVELT
GRIER had the dbuttend of the gun in his hand. The assailant still
had his finger in the trigger housing. GRIER twisted the gun
from this individual's hanhds and at the same btime JOHNSON tightly
held this person's body. JOHNSON then turned towards Senator

KENNEDY and saw that BARRY.was now at his side.
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At the same time that JOHNSON was holding the
assailant, ROOSEVELT GRIER was holding the man around the
weist and by the left leg. GEORGE PLIMPTON was holding the
man's right arm and was holding his right side. A hotel
employee ,who JOHNSON described as having a fair complexion with
a sunburn, was holding the assailant around the -neck. Another
hotel employee who appeared to be an Italian or Armenian was also
holding this individual. At this time a male voice said,
Tet me have the gun. Let go ROSIE", (neaning ROOSEVELT GRIER,).
"Tet go RAFER." JOHNSON then shouted to this individual who
was speaking,'shut up". JOHNSON then shouted to GRIER, "ROSIE
let me have the gun." The male voice then said, "Let RAFER have
the gun." JOHNSON then repeated to GRIER, "ROSIE give me the
gun”, and GRIER complied with his request. JOHNSON placed the
gun in his left pocket and released his grip on the assailant.
JOHNSON remained next to this man and while he was standing
there said to this individual "Why did you do it?" The man did
not answer. JOHNSON, moving his face directly in front of the
assailant and looking directly into his éyes repeated '"Why did you
do it?" The man did not respond. JOHNSON then clenched his
fist and placed the back of his fist on the assailant's forehead.
JOHNSON then repeated, "Why did you do it?" The assailant
answered "I'1ll explain it." The assailant did not speak any
other words while he wasin JOHNSON's presence. Several minutes
later, JOHNSON observed two unifmed Police Officers approaching
and he left the assailant and moved to where Senator KENNEDY
was laying. Two men with a stretcher were with the Senator and
ETHEI, KENNEDY said to them "Don't move him, Don't 1ift him".
JOHNSON heard the Senator say "no don't." The Senator was then
placed on the stretcher and taken to the freight elevator. JOHNSON
stood guard at the elevator door and only allowed the KENNEDY
family and a few other people to enter the €l evator, JOHNSON wanted
to remain with the Senator so he ran from the kitchen area into
the lobby and took the nearest elevator to the fifth floor where
he assumed Senator KENNEDY would be taken. Since he did not
find the Senator on the fifth floor, he returned to the ground
floor of the hotel and Ffound the area where the ambulances were
parked. He then learned that the Senator was taken to the
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hospital and he with Deputy Mayor QUINN went to Central Receiving
Hospital in QUINN's automobile. At the hospital, Police Officers
sllowed . him to enter  at QUINN's direction and he saw Senator
KENNEDY. While in the hospital a Police Officer asked JOHNSON
for the sssailant's gun and JOHNSON denied that he had the -
weapon. He then saw two men whom he recognized as Police
Detectives. JOCHNSON told these men that he had the assailant's
gun and asked 1if Chief THOMAS REDDIN was at the hospital. One

of the detectives told JOHNSON that REDDIN was not present, but
that they would take possession of the gun. JOHNSON informed

. the detectives that he would only surrender the gun at Police
Headquarters. The detectives thereafter transported JOHNSON

to Good Samaritan Hospital and accompanied him to the floor

vhere Senator KENNEDY was being treated. The same- detectives
then drove him to the Los Angeles Police Department Headquarters
and at this time JOHNSON surrendered the gun. The gun was given
to Sergeant CALKINS and Sergeant MC GANN who are assigned

to the Los Angeles Police Department Detective Bureau, 150

North Los Angeles Street, Los Angeles, California.

JOHNSON said that the assailant's gun was a revolver,
black in color with brown grips. The barrel of the gun was
approximately four inches long. JOHNSON was unable to recall
the caliber of this weapon.

JOHNSON stated that he has seen photographs of SIRHAN
BISHARA SIRHAN in the newspaper and on television and SIRHAN is
the same person who he helped to subdue following the shooting
of Senator KENNEDY and others on June 5, 1968, at the Ambassador
Hotel. JOHNSON is certain that he did not see SIRHAN in the
hotel or elsewhere prior to the time he helped to subdue himn,
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. JOHNSON does not recall seelng a woman wearing a
white dress with polka dots either prior to or after the

shooting. He did not see anyone run from the kitchen area after
the shooting occurred.

He explained that the kitchen or serving area was very
crowded and that when the first shots were heard people immediately

fell to the floor or attempted to hide to keep out of the line
of fire.

JOHNSON said that he is certain that he heard at least
four shots. The first shot was followed one or two seconds
later by a second shot. The second shot was followed by a
'string of shots", exact number unrecalled. No shots were fired
while JOHNSON was attempting to seize the assailant's gun.

Senator KENNEDY's suite of rooms before the speech in the
Embassy Room. ~As they left to go to the Embassy Room the
Senator rode down on the elevator and the crew ran down five
flights of stairs. They filmed the speech from the stage.
After the speech LEWIS said BILL BARRY said, "BOBBY, we're
suppoged to o this way."” "This way’ meant through the crowd.
he Senator answered "No" and headed down the steps toward
the rear. LEWIS said they followed about ten to tuelve

feet behind. He first heard the shots when they reached the
swinging doors. It sounded like a "pop" then a number of
shots in rapid succession. He and the crew rushed forward, still
filming and knelt doun to KENNEDY's head. LEWIS said he
told JIMMY to keep shooting. JIMMY was crying and shouting
and was not looking through the view finder. LEWIS stated
he grabbed the lens and aimed it the best he could.

He stated that
he then asked some persons Just outsilde that dining
room if they had been upstairs and what the situation
was, but could learn nothing.

He then went upstairs to the Embassy Room level
by the nearest stairway and attempted to go into the
Press Hoom next to the Embassy Room. However, a securlty
guard would not let him enter the Press Room. He stated
£hat an unknown individual was permitted by the guard to

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enter the Press Room, and he pushed his way in with this
individual.

He said the attention of people in the Press Room
was directed to the doorway leading to a kitchen access
hallway and at that time he saw uniformed policemen and
men dressed in plain clothes who may or may not have been
policemen, bringing a man forcefully out of this hallway
into the Press Room and whom he now believes looks like
the photographs he later saw of the suspect SIRHAN SIRHAN.

He stated that he then pushed his way through
that doorway from the Press Room into the kitchen access
hallway behind the Embassy Room, and there he saw Senator
ROBERT F. KENNEDY lying on the floor on his back being
attended by some unidentified people.

He stated that he took Mr, KENNEDY's pulse, which
he estimated was 130 beats per minute and did not
consider this to be critieal and by the fact he was
being attended by someone, he left to attend to another
mn, PAUL SCHRADE, who was lying on the floor closer
to the Press Room door and also checked his pulse.
SCHRADE's pulse was good, and he then examined the wound
high above the forehead in the hair line area at the
center of the head and checked the back of the head
to see if there was an exit wound and found none. He
stated that the blood on Mr. SCHRADE's face and wound wWas
clotting and bleeding had apparently stopped, so he
directed his attention back to Mr, KENNEDY.

He stated that he asked the man who was attending
Mr., KENNEDY if he was a physician and eilther that man or
someone else attending KENNEDY affirmed he was a physiclan,
and Doctor MILLER believing Mr. KENNEDY was as well attended
as circumstances permitted,returned to Mr. SCHRADE, , -

' He stated he does not know the identity of the
physician who was then attending Mr. KENNEDY and does
hot believe he could identify him if he should meet him
facé to face because of the turmoil, excitemert , and the
fleeting seconds he was there,

He stated that a stretcher was brought in, upon
which Mr. KENNEDY was placed and removed from the kitchen.
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access hallway, and he went back to Mr. SCHRADE and then
quickly looked at a young boy 18 or 19 years of age who

‘had a non-critical wound in the thigh and also a grown

man who was more critically wounded in the stomach, but
not in danger of expiring immediately. He said he then
went bacl: to ¥Mr., SCHRADE and helped put him into a
stretcher, which had been brought in and accompanied him
in the ambulance to Ceéntral Receiving, Hospital, where>upon
arrival he directed an unknown doctor and nurses to the
immediate attention of Mr. SCHRADE's wound.

Doctor MILLER said he then went to Mr. KENNEDY's
room which was either adjoining Mr. SCHRADE's room or
hext to a service room which did adjoin Mr, SCHRADE's
room and saw Senator KENNEDY being attended and noticed
that Mrs. KENNEDY was also there holding her husband
by the arm. He overheard hospital people discussing
whether or not to -remove Mrs. KENNEDY, but a nurse
stated that she was not causing any disruption in his
treatment and permitted her to remain,

He said Mr. KENNEDY was placed in a respirator
and that he helped the other doctors administer Dextran
intravenously =~ this being a blood replacement to keep
volume up until whole blood could be administered.

Albumen was also being administered along with the Dextran
f£luid by insertion of a needle permitting the albumen

to flow into the same tubing by which the Dextran was
bteing administered. He stated that the albumen needle
had come out of tisDextran tubing whereupon he cleaned

-—this needle and replaced it into the Dextran tubing.

He stated that shortly thereafter he assisted
in lifting Senator KENNEDY into a stretcher as he was -
being transferred to Good Samaritan Hospital and
continued assisting until he was placed into an ambulance
for this transfer,

He stated that he then returned to Mr. SCHRADE!'s
room and saw that he was being well attended, whereupon
he departed the hospital and upon coming out the front
entrance he saw numerous news men and asked for a ride.

My. JESSE M. UNRUH, Speaker of the California
State Assembly, home address 8315 Byrd Avenue, Inglewood,
California, furnished the following information:

On June 4, 1968, he was on the fifth floor of
the Ambassador Hotel in Los Angeles, California, along
with members of his staff and Senator KENNEDY and his
staff, awaiting the results of the California Presidential
Primary. People in the room off the main lobby, who were
awaiting the arrival of Senator KENNEDY, began to get restless
and it was suggested that he (UNRUH) go down to speak to
them.

: At about 11:20 p.m. he went down and spoke to the
group. At approximately 11:45 p.m. he felt there were
sufficient returns for Senator KENNEDY to claim viectory and
sent his assistant, Mr. JACK C. CROSE, to get the Senator
and his party.

The Senator came down to the hall and addressed the
group congregated there for about eight minutes + - and then
started to walk away. He proceeded to his right, towards a
table where PIERRE SALINGER and DICK KLINE were seated. He
was propelled, by someone whom he could not see, towards the
back of the stage. The stage was so jammed he (UNRUH) de-
cided to go down the stairs from the stage and go to the
hallway by the door located at the foot of the stage -

. When he stepped out into the hallway Senator KENNEDY
had already passed that area and was about ten paces ahead
of him. He then heard two or four pops followed by four or
five more. At this point he did not realize these were pistol

x
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shots and thought they might be balloons. All at once

the crowd parted in front of him as he continued to walk
forward. He then observed PAUL SCHRADE lying on the floor
with an obvious bullet wound in his head and immediately
noticed Senator KENNEDY lying on the floor ahead of SCHRADE.
Senator KENNEDY brought his hand down from his head and
appeared .bo clutch at his stomach, hence he believed the
Senator had been shot there. Someone had already gotten

to the Senator and had undone his shirt. .

. Inasmuch as the crowd was pressing in, his first
thoughts were to make room for the Senator and prevent his
being trampled on. He then attempted to push newsmen,
photographers, and other people- in the area away. Noticing
a photographer on top of a table where ROOSEVELT GRIER had
pinned SIRHAN BISHARA SIRHAN, he pulled him off the table
and into the corridor. At this point it was the first time
he had seen SIRHAN BISHARA SIRHAN and at no time did he
ever observe SIRHAN holding the gun.

Recalling the fate that had befallen LEE HARVEY
OSWALD,and hearing voices in the crowd yelling to kill
SIRHAN ,he recalls yelling to the group holding SIRHAN to
protect him. He could not recall exact words used but,
remembering the events in Dallas when OSWALD had been shot,
he did not want to see the same thing happen there. He
did recall saying something like, "If the system works at
all, we are going to try this one'.

. When the police arrived he attempted to keep the
police all around SIRHAN . . to protect him. He ..-~
grabbed SIRHAN by the scruff of the neck and helped to
propel him down the hallway through the lobby and to a police
car parked in front of the hotel. .

He accompanied the ‘police officers in the car that
SIRHAN was in to the Rampart Division. He sat in front with
the driver and SIRHAN was in the baqk seat between two other
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police officers. About the time they entered the car
STIRHAN mumbled, " I did it for my country". He could not
recall at just what point he (UNRUH) asked the question
during the ride, but 31nce SIRHAN looked like a Latin-Amer-
ican he asked SIRHAN "Why him? Why him? He was trying

to do somethlng STRHAN muttered, "It's too late, it's

too late" He also recalls SIRHAN saying, "I can explain,
I can explaln . He could not, however, recall the exact
sequence of the statements except for the one made as they
entered the car.

They arrived at the Rampart Division and SIRHAN
was taken into a room there by one of the officers, His
sole concern there was that SIRHAN not be in a position
to do himself any harm and he was assured by an officer
that SIRHAN was still handcuffed and would not be able to
do himeelf any harm. Shortly after their arrival at the
Rampart Division he noticed the time was 12:43 a.m.

SIRHAN subsequently was brought out, placed into
a police car,and taken to the Central Division. He followed
in another car. -° Upon arriving SIRHAN was taken to
an isolation room and interrogated and that is all he saw
of SIRHAN.

He added that he was not aware of any formal
plans for Senator KENNEDY to address the press. The only
plan he was aware of was that there was to be a victory
celebration 'at the "Factory" a discotheque in Hollywood,
California, to which he and his staff had been invited. To
his knowledge all plans wexre made by the Senator's staff.
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
