This replies to your letter of 21 January in 
which you requested information regarding the loss 
of Amelia Earhart on behiif of Mr. Robert N. Hazlett. 

A number of years ago this office collected all 
known naval records relating to Miss Earhart’s final 
flight and took steps to declassify this material 
where necessary. In order to make these bulky files 
accessible to the public, we also placed the material 
on microfilm. As indicated in the attached list, 
ths reels may be purchased for permanent retention. 
We also would be glad to arsange for a library in 
the Grand Rapids area to borrow these films for 
Mr. Hazlett’s use. This could be accomplished by 
having Mr. Hazlett ask such an institution to submit 
an inter-library loan request to my office (attention 
Gode AR) . 

The Naval Investigative Service file listed 
as item 1 on the attached list includes details on 
ths Navy’s investigation of the specific allegations 
mentioned by Mr. Hazlett and may be of particular 
interest. Since he also refers to the Navy’s exten¬ 
sive search for Miss Earhart, I should note that 
the report of these operations is listed as item 4. 

As requested, I am returning Mr. Hazlett’s 
letter. -
