Upon arrival into the United States the form is turned over to
an INS inspector at the port-of-entry. The inspector compares
the information on the I-95 with the information in the
passport. Upon confirmation the inspector stamps the 1-95
with the symbol D1 or D2 and the arrival date. The carbon
copy Is forwarded to Headquarters and the original copy is
retained by the crewman until departure, at which time it is
returned to the ship’s master.

In the event the crewman returns to the United States on the
same vessel, the ship’s master will reissue the 1-95. If the
crewman leaves that particular ship the ship’s master will
forward the original copy to Headquarters.

If the inspector refuses entry, the D1/D2 is forwarded to
Headquarters and keyed into the Central Index System (CIS).
