Description: Corporate WINRS is a case management enterprise national information system 
with the Veterans Benefit Administration that allows Vocational Rehabilitation and Employment 
Service (VR&E) users to easily, efficiently, and accurately move their cases through the 
vocational rehabilitation process. Corporate WINRS maintains accurate information about clients 
and their cases, provides support to schedule and track appointments, authorize and track 
payments to facilities and contract service providers, and maintains a history of events for each 
client. 

Categories of individuals covered by the system: Veterans who apply for vocational, 
rehabilitation and employment services. 

Program: Department of Veterans Affairs, Veterans Benefit Administration 

Applicability: Corporate WINRS is used agency-wide. However, the Office of Infomration 
Technology is responsible for maintaining the system. 

Specific Restrictions: Corporate WINRS contains personally identifiable information. All 
records in Corporate WINRS are protected from unauthorized access through appropriate 
administrative, physical, and technical safeguards. The safeguards include restricting access to 
those with a need-to-know basis in order to perform their official duties.
