* |tions specimens which do not strictly meet the
basic requirements for the physical form of spec-
imens which state:

1. That they be made of material suitable for
being placed inside a manila file wrapper.

2. That they be capable of being arranged flat,
such as being folded.

3. That they be of a size not to exceed 8-1/2
inches wide by 13 inches long. (Rule 2.56)

These requirements provide for specimens which
will fit inside the application file wrapper,
which is 9 x 14 inches in size and which will
conveniently expand to about one inch thickness.

Specimens which do not meet the above require-
ments are referred to as "bulky" specimens and
the Examiner must require that they be replaced
by specimens of acceptable size and shape:
