Also includes records on planning and developing the IG 
policies and directives. Consists of manuals, handbooks, directives, and 
any working papers. The approximate accumulation to date of the record 
copy of the policy files is 1 cubic foot. Since these files are 
considered complete, they will be revised as needed, but very little 
additional accumulation is expected. 

DISPOSITION
