In lome of these 
instances, the Board Instructs the stafr 
to make sub.tantial chana" to the 
document which necellitate a major 
revision. The document in effect i. taken 
off notation. and thereafter a rev:sed 
document il .ubmitted to the Board ill II 
new matter and il placed on netauon. In 
these instances. the revised document 
generally, althouah not always, i. 
discussed at an ensuina Board meelin$!o 
Once a revised document i.subml"~d 
to the Board and placed on notation. Ih~ 
same rationale for not considerinal ..l.. 
written submiSlion. applies, i.e.. the 
need to avoid the diaruption of the
